There are differences, of course.
Over there, a large farm would be
a fraction of the size of those found
here. Therefore, crop rotations are
used so no ground ever sits idle.
These crops include cauliflower,
kohlrabi, parsley, fennel and rye.

But what impressed me most
were the issues and concerns Max
expressed for his country and the
world we share. Plenty of thought
has gone into this arena. Obvi-
ously, there are more similarities
between us than what one might
expect.

Last, I was very impressed with
Max’s command of the English
language. Thinking back on my
year or two of studying German,
back in high school, certainly put
me at a sad disadvantage. Thank
goodness he could bridge the gap.
