which passes knowledge;
that you may be filled
with all the fullness of
God.

Sinceitis
in the scriptures, we also
know thatitis aprayerthe
Holy Spiritinspired Paul
to write. If the Holy Spirit
moved Paul to pray this,
then it must be important
for us as well today.
