Forty days after He
rose from the dead, Je-
sus led His disciples
to Bethany, then as-
cended back to heaven
(Luke 24:50-51). We
might wonder why Je-
sus didn’t just stay on
eaarth and carry out His
reign from here. But
the fact that Jesus did
ascend back to heaven,
to sit at His Father’s
righthand, means some
important things for
those who puttheir trust
in Him.

First, Jesus regains
His full glory. When
Jesus was born of Mary
in Bethlehem, He set
aside much of His di-
vine power that He
might walk among His
people. While He still
performed miraculous
signs, He also died on
a cross as the punish-
ment for the sin of the
world.
