In the graphic game Day of
the Tentacle, Purple Tentacle
indulges in some cow tipping
as the beginning of his crime
wave.”

The hard truth is when
itching ear messages are
given to please hearers, it
shows the true heart of the
teachers.

True Christ-appointed
teachers tip the like cow
messages by believing that
God’s Word is living and
active. They do not feel the
need to become comedians,
give motivational speeches,
or create flamboyant stories
to capture or keep their
listeners’ attention. They
depend on the truth of
Scripture and the Holy Spirit
to feed the Body of Christ
as well as call the lost world
to God.
