Deadline nears for Farm Service Agency

United States Department of
Agriculture and Farm Service
Agency Administrator, Juan
Garcia, reminds farmers, ranch-
ers and other agricultural pro-
ducers that Aug. 1, 2014, is the
deadline for local Farm Service
Agency county committee nom-
inations.

County committees are an
important link between the farm
community and the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture. Farm-
ers and ranchers elected to local
committees share their opinions
and ideas on federal farm pro-
grams.

“There’s still time for eligible
farmers and ranchers to get in-
volved in this year’s county
committee  elections,”  said
Garcia. “Nominate yourself or
a candidate of your choice to
serve on the local county com-
mittee. [ especially encourage
the nomination of beginning
farmers and ranchers, as well as

women and minorities. This is
your opportunity to have a say
in how federal programs are de-
livered in your county.”

While Farm Service Agency
county committees do not ap-
prove or deny farm ownership
or operating loans, they work
closely with county executive
directors and make decisions on
disaster and conservation pro-
grams, emergency programs,
commodity price support loan
programs and other agricultural
issues.

Members serve three-year
terms. Nationwide, there are
about 7,800 farmers and ranch-
ers serving on Farm Service
Agency county committees.
Committees consist of three to
11 members that are elected by
eligible producers.

To be eligible to serve on an
Farm Service Agency county
committee, a person must par-
ticipate or cooperate in a pro-
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gram administered by Farm Ser-
vice Agency, be eligible to vote
in a county committee election
and reside in the local adminis-
trative area where the person is
nominated.

To become a candidate, an
eligible individual must sign the
nomination form, Farm Service
Agency-669A. The form and
other information about Farm
Service Agency county com-
mittee elections are available
at www.fsa.usda.gov/elections.
Forms for the 2014 election
must be postmarked or received
in the local U.S. Department
of Agriculture Service Center
by close of business on Aug.
1. Ballots will be mailed to eli-
gible voters by Nov. 3 and are
due back to the local U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture Service
Centers on Dec. 1. The newly
elected county committee mem-
bers will take office on Jan. 1,
