Pulling the weight
 Dr. Jim Gerrish, well-known 

rancher, researcher, grazing 
educator, and co-founder of the 
Missouri Grazing School, re-
turns to Kansas this August to 
kick off Amazing Grazing II for 
Ruminants Great and Small. A 
workshop entitled “Ranch Man-
agement for Successful Win-
ter and Year Round Grazing of 
Beef Cattle” will be held from 
9 a.m. to 5 p.m. Aug. 13-14 at 
Topeka Ramada, 420 SE 6th St. 
Topeka, KS.

Better management of ranch 
resources will lead to increased 
performance of the grass and 
forages, and Dr. Gerrish will be 
able to help producers make bet-
ter choices for their pasture situ-
ation. Many ranchers are cur-
rently being forced to de-stock 
due to drought conditions and 
lack of forage. Ranch manag-
ers will learn valuable grazing 
information and management 
skills that will improve produc-
tion and profi tability.

When asked why a producer 
should attend this meeting, 
Gerrish replied, “Winter feed 
costs are generally the biggest 
determinant of profi tability in 
the cow-calf business, but they 
don’t have to be. This workshop 
will get you well down the road 

to planning for and implement-
ing year-round grazing on your 
farm or ranch.” Gerrish went on 
to say, “Throw off the hay ad-
diction shackles of iron and oil 
and feel the freedom of grazing 
in the grass. We will explore 
alternatives for extending the 
grazing season in different en-
vironments, effectively grazing 
winter range and pasture, as 
well as livestock selection and 
management to make sure the 
cows work for you, rather than 
you working for your cows.”

Topics to be covered include 
extending the grazing season, 
managing and planning for suc-
cessful winter grazing including 
nutritional requirements, using 
winter annuals, effectively uti-
lizing winter pastures for animal 
performance, managing animal 
costs, and how calving date ef-
fects profi tability.

Program Director Mary How-
ell reports, “Amazing Grazing 
II was written specifi cally to 
address many of the issues live-
stock producers keep asking for. 
Two days spent with Jim will be 
well-worth the time and money 
invested.” Howell goes on to 
say, “Ranch managers will learn 
valuable grazing information 
and management skills that will 

improve production and profi t-
ability of their livestock enter-
prise.”

Carry Licensing Unit received 
14,205 applications. This was 
the second-highest year on re-
cord, following the 25,316 ap-
plications received during the 
2013 fi scal year. Since the li-
censing program fi rst began in 
2006, the offi ce has received 
more than 90,000 applications.

“The concealed carry pro-
gram continues to be popular 
for Kansas citizens interested in 
becoming trained and licensed 
to protect themselves and their 
families,” Schmidt said. “Our 
offi ce will continue to adminis-
ter this program in an effi cient 
manner as the Legislature in-
tended.”

Currently, more than 83,000 
Kansans have active concealed 
carry permits.

 This year our theme will be 
‘where dreams come true’ be-
cause there is something for 
everyone when it comes to 
aviation,” said Jesse R. Romo, 
Director of Aviation for the 
Kansas Department of Trans-
portation. “One of our goals this 
year is to reach out and engage 
as many school kids as possible 
to encourage them to pursue 
their dreams and consider a ca-
reer in aviation.”

During the air tour, pilots will 
fl y their aircraft throughout the 
state carrying the message that 
aviation is for everyone.  For 
three days, three stops a day, the 
group will barnstorm in aircraft 
that range from a vintage Stea-
rman to a modern Cessna 182.  
Each stop will highlight a dif-
ferent aspect of Kansas aviation 
and draw in several local school 
kids.  Day 1 kicks off Sept. 22 in 
Wellington, moves to Hutchin-
son for lunch and ends in Dodge 
City with an evening event.  Day 
2 begins in Scott City, continues 
to Salina and ends in Topeka.  
The third day will go through 
Pittsburg and Independence be-
fore ending in Benton.

Following the air tour on 
Sept. 25, Barrington Irving, the 

youngest person to fl y around 
the world solo, will bring his 
Flying Classroom to Wichita 
and demonstrate to high school 
students how Science, Technol-
ogy, Engineering and Mathe-
matics is used in aviation.   The 
Flying Classroom event will in-
clude a career fair at which hun-
dreds of high school students 
will learn about all the options 
aviation has to offer.

On the evening of Sept. 25, 
Amelia Rose Earhart will talk 
about her around-the-world fl y-
ing trip and her Fly With Ame-
lia Foundation that helps high 
school girls learn how to fl y. 
Amelia Rose, who is not related 
to her namesake, recreated the 
route the earlier Amelia Mary 
Earhart had charted for her ill-

fated 1937 attempt to fl y around 
the world.

The schedule for Sept. 26, 
will include speakers from the 
Federal Aviation Administra-
tion, Transportation Security 
Administration, Aircraft Own-
ers and Pilots Association and 
more.

“Kansas is proud of its history 
in aviation,” said Gov. Brown-
back. “The popularity of this 
event highlights the importance 
of aviation and the contributions 
Kansas and Kansans continue to 
make in this critical industry.”
