New scam revealed
There is another internet scam 

now showing up on computers.
Rowland Roelfs, who is appoint-

ed by the AARP to figure income 
tax, brought in a printout of a mes-
sage he had received “supposedly” 
from the Internal Revenue Service. 
The subject line read “Get Tax Re-
fund - $869.”

It read: “After the last annual cal-
culations of your fiscal activity, we 
have determined that you are eligi-
ble to receive a tax refund of $869. 
Please submit the tax refund request 
and allow us three to nine days in or-
der to process it.

“A refund can be delayed for a va-
riety of reasons. For example, sub-
mitting invalid records or applying 
after the deadline.

“To access your tax refund, please 
click here.”

Mr. Roelfs said that the Internal 
Revenue Service doesn’t contact 
people by the internet/e-mail. And, 
if the person “clicks here,” they can 
lose their identity.

Sheriff Craig Van Allen said if 
anyone receives one of the messag-
es, they should report it by calling 
the office at 785-332-8880.

The Farm and Ranch Lands Pro-
tection Program sign-up has been 
extended to June 12.

The U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture Natural Resources Conservation 
Service is accepting applications for 
funding on a continuous basis for the 
Farm and Ranch Lands Protection 
Program. The program is a volun-
tary program that helps farmers and 
ranchers keep their land in agricul-
ture. The program provides match-
ing funds to state, tribal, or local 
governments and non-governmental 
organizations with existing farm and 
ranch land protection programs to 
purchase conservation easements 
from landowners. In turn, landown-
ers agree not to convert their land to 
non-agricultural uses and to develop 
and implement a conservation plan 
for any highly erodible land. Land-
owners retain rights to use the prop-
erty for agriculture.

Landowners interested in the pro-
gram will need to work with eligible 
entities (state, tribal, or local gov-
ernments and non-governmental 
organizations). Eligible entities in 
Kansas must submit applications to 
the Natural Resources Conservation 

Service State Office in Salina,  on or 
before June 12 (extended from May 
22), to receive consideration for 
funding in Fiscal Year 2009.

Applications will be evaluated 
to make sure both the entities and 
landowners meet eligibility require-
ments. Individual parcels will be 
evaluated for eligibility and quality; 
the highest quality parcels will be se-
lected for funding. The ranking and 
selection of parcels will take place 
immediately after June 12. Ranking 
criteria can be obtained at the Kan-
sas Natural Resources Conservation 
Service Web site www.ks.nrcs.usda.
gov/programs/frpp/kansas_frpp.
html.
