son-in-law, Hank Ridgeway.
She is survived by her chil-

dren, Delores and husband, 
Dale Faylor of St. Francis; Le-
Roy and wife, Virginia Rathbun 
of Denver, Colo., and Shirley 
Ridgeway of North Platte, Neb.; 
seven grandchildren, 15 great-
grandchildren, 20 great-great 
grandchildren and many special 
nieces, nephews and dear friends.

Family hears resident’s life story

The Good Samaritan Village resident of the 
month was recognized Thursday. Otto “Cal-
vin” Raile was the guest of honor as friends 
and family gathered at the Village to hear 
about his life and watch a power point of 
photos. They then enjoyed cookies and 
juice.

Calvin was one of eight children grow-
ing up in the St. Francis area with their 
parents, Jacob and Magdalene Raile. He 
was born on Sept. 19, 1928. His siblings 
were David, Theodore, Louise Raile Walz, 
Katherine Raile Kuplack, Magdalene Raile 
Paxton, Charlie, Marie Raile Challis, and 
William H. Still living besides Calvin are 
Magdalene and Marie.

As a kid, he remembered helping with 
field work and milking cows.

He went to school at the country school 
Battle Creek and Wheeler. When asked what 
was his favorite subject, he said he didn’t like 
school — he just did what he had to do! How-
ever, his favorite teacher was Ada Stone.

On May 25, 1944, Calvin graduated from 
eighth grade and said that was it! — high 
school was not in his future. 

One day, he went to a cafe in Wray. There 
he met a cute little gal that was destined to be 
his wife. He and Dolores were married on 
June 10, 1951, in the Christian Church par-
sonage in Goodland. He said that their mar-
riage was the biggest change in his life.

They lived in St. Francis where Calvin 
worked at the Mill, Caldwell as a service 
man and at Bud Houtman’s where he was a 
mechanic. He also dug graves and he remem-
bered Lance Long helped him.

Calvin said he was always working so he 
didn’t have time for hobbies. But, he found 
time to do some stock car racing. In fact, he 

said he loved racing stock 
cars and did it for 10 years, 
noting that was done in his 
younger years.

He also had a love for an-
tique cars including a 1929 
Model A.

Calvin and Dolores had 
two children, Karla and Ran-
dall. They also have four 
grandchildren.

Mr. Raile went to live 
at the Village on June 24,
