Stock Up for Winter Meals
Taking advantage of holiday
sales -- buying regularly con-
sumed food items at holiday-sale
prices, for example -- can help
to restock the pantry or freezer,
a Kansas State University Re-
search and Extension nutrition
specialist said.

“If freezer space is available,
taking advantage of sale prices
on meats and poultry should help
to hold down food costs for fu-
ture meals,” said Sandy Procter,
who is a registered dietician and
the state coordinator for the U.S.
