Don’t treat swallowed poison with syrup of ipecac

The ingestion of a potentially
poisonous substance by a young
childisacommon event.

The Association of Poison Con-
trol Centers reported 1.2 million
such events in children younger
than 6 yearsin 2001. It isalso im-
portant to note that poisoning
deaths have dropped dramatically
over thelast 50 yearsand that most
emergency roomshavestopped us-
ing the syrup of ipecac in favor of
the more effective activation char-
coal.

TheAmerican Academy of Pedi-
atricsrecommendsthat syrup of ip-
ecac nolonger beusedroutinely as
a home treatment strategy. Al-
