The Goodland City Commission is weigh-
ing the possibility of getting a natural gas 
filling station – to service natural gas vehicles 
– installed in Goodland.

At the commission meeting Monday night, 
City Manager Doug Gerber said the city had 
started talking with Black Hills Energy about 
the prospect of getting a filling station put in 
about a year ago. He and several commission-
ers met with Black Hills Energy representa-
tives last week.

“They had a good presentation,” said 
Mayor Annette Fairbanks. “It made me feel 
like Goodland needs to be an entrepreneur 
in this area.”

Fairbanks said Goodland would be a 
perfect location for a filling station between 
Kansas City and Denver.

Gerber said Black Hills would expect 
Goodland to have the infrastructure in place 
including the station itself – which would 
cost about $150,000 – plus a fleet 15-20 local 
vehicles lined up to use it. Existing vehicles 
can be converted to use natural gas.

“We can’t do it on our own,” said Commis-
sioner Jenifer Sanderson. “We need to see 
where the other entities are.”

Fairbanks suggested partnering with Sher-
man County, the public school district and 
Northwest Kansas Technical College to get 
the required fleet of vehicles. Gerber also 
suggested approaching private companies 

such as Frontier Ag.
Gerber said that while the city has not 

committed to anything yet, Black Hills is 
doing a vehicle analysis, which will examine 
the feasibility of converting city vehicles to 
natural gas.

Garcia said the company’s representatives 
said they would be willing to come back and 
do a workshop for local companies and gov-
ernments about natural gas vehicles.

In other business, the commission:
• Appointed Mike Abbey to the Kansas 

Municipal Energy Agency board of directors 
and Luke Wolak as an alternate. Gerber said 
anyone could sit on the board, but recom-
mended Abbey and Wolak since it would be 
helpful to have representatives who know the 

issues facing municipal power plants.
• Approved economic development incen-

tives for the new Sonic restaurant. The incen-
tives include a six-month rebate on utilities 
after 12 months in operation and waiving of 
building permit fees. Manager Kevin Sander-
son said construction had started that day with 
completion expected in five weeks. Commis-
sioner Jenifer Sanderson recused herself from 
the discussion and vote.

• Voted 4-1 to pursue a court judgement to 
enforce a journal entry against the unfinished 
industrial park structure. The commission 
had previously given a 90-day period for the 
structure to be taken down, a time limit that

The City of Goodland, in partnership with 
the Kiwanis Club, is looking to put new 
basketball courts at Steever Park.

Parks Department Director Karen 
Anderson made a presentation to the city 
commission on Monday, saying that she 
had discussed improving the parks with the 
Kiwanis Club, and out of that discussion 
had come the idea for new basketball courts.

The two high school regulation sized 
courts would be installed to the south of the 
existing tennis courts. In addition, Anderson 
said, the project could include more paved 
parking – to be built in an area of grass 

where many people park already – and a sand 
volleyball pit. Several trees would have to be 
removed or relocated, she said, but the fence 
around the tennis courts would stay.

Kiwanis has committed $20,000 this year 
and another $20,000 next year, she said, 
but that will not cover the entire project. 
Anderson said the project could cost about 
$182,000, but there is room to bring those 
numbers down.

Anderson is looking for donations and 
other partnerships to help fund the project, 
and asked that anyone interested contact her.

The commissioners expressed support for 
the project. The next step, Anderson said, is 
to firm up the numbers.
