The City of Rexford has received a $400,000
grant from the Kansas Department of Com-
merce & Housing to rehabilitate homes within a
designated target area of Rexford, Kansas. The
target area includes all homes north of the rail-
road tracks and homes west of Main Street that
are also within the city limits.

Eligibility for this program will be based on a
number of factors including applicant’s income,
and the condition of the existing home. If you
feel that your home needs repairs, you are en-
couraged to apply. Applicant eligibility will be
based on a sliding-income scale. For example,
a household with one person is limited to an in-
come of $24,200, or less per year to qualify,
while a household with four persons must have
an income of $34,550, or less per year to qualify.

Need for this program will be determined by a
first-come, first served basis on complete appli-
cations. This determination will give all citizens
of Rexford a fair opportunity to participate in the
program providing guidelines that are outlined
in the City of Rexford Housing Program are met.
