Secretary Winger re-
ported 67 percent attendance last
month with a few more makeups still
coming in. Michelle Foote and Joe
Munsell are prospective members and
will be inducted after 10 days if agreed
to by the club.

County Commissioner Ron Evans
talked about the success of the recy-
cling program in Thomas County and
his pride that it was started at grassroots
without a government mandate. He in-
troduced  Lynette Koon, district man-
ager for the Thomas County Conserva-
tion District. Our district has been rec-
ognized widely for its efforts includ-
ing 2001 District of the Year at state,
and is now going to the National Con-
servation District selection process.

Lynette reviewed history of the
county’s program which began in 1995
with 30 interested citizens. Collections
began in April 1997 with a drive-
through service at Wholesale Bever-
age. Averaging 70 cars at that time,
usage jumped to 200+ cars with
completion of the recycling building in
April 2000.

The new building was built with
KDHE grant money and in-kind dona-

tions by the City of Colby, citizens and
community businesses. A trailer ro-
tates between Rexford and Brewster.
A grant was received in July to provide
a dedicated trailer in Brewster. A big
change in operations started  in June
2000 when 24-hour drop-offs began
and collections skyrocketed.

All recycled material goes to Hutch-
inson where the paper is milled. Some
of the other items are sent further by
third parties. Some of the material re-
ceives a premium by weight, and it’s
been found those receipts defray the
cost of trucking and consumables such
as propane and baling wire. The local
recycling center is hoping to become
a hub for northwest Kansas.

County recycling now stands at
about 230 tons/year, a fact that Com-
missioners Evans and Kersenbrock
pointed out helps immensely in keep-
ing our landfill from filling up so fast,
as well as helping assure we remain
below the 20 ton/day limit after which
we would lose our arid landfill regula-
tory exemption.
