This plant purchases the surplus per-
ishable commodities being grown in
Texas, like potatoes, then dehydrates
them.  Some of the commodities are
given as tax write-offs. The dehydra-
tors average 500,000 pounds each
week. Some of the countries now be-
ing served are North Korea; earth-
quake victims in Turkey; underdevel-
oped tribes in Mexico, and prisons in
Russia.
