As much as parents would like to be
in charge and in control of their chil-
dren, it is just not possible to be a per-
fect parent. Wouldn’ t it be great if chil-
dren obeyed and behaved well all the
time. The reality is that brothers and
sisters fight, babies cry, and toddlers
say “no” .

Add in the stresses of daily life, as
well as a lack of enough sleep, and par-
ents can feel overwhelmed and react
angrily.

Anger is a normal reaction, but can
often be misplaced when adults are
dealing with children. Consider the
following:

Ask yourself if the anger is a legiti-
mate reaction to the child’s behavior,
or the result of something else, such as

problems at work or other stressors.
Take time to stop and cool off before

you say or do something you regret.
Get control of your feelings by slowly
counting to ten or stepping into another
room or outside for a few minutes.

Look at the situation and try to de-
termine what is really happening. Talk
it over with those involved. Use “ I”
statements rather than “ you”  state-
ments. For example say, “ I am very

upset about this.”  Instead of “ You
make me so angry!”

Decide who owns the problem, you
or the child. Allowing a child to take
responsibility for their actions is a good
learning experience.

Problem solve; determine possible
solutions and follow through.

Avoid lecturing and lengthy expla-
nations; keep your comments short and
to the point. Take time for further dis-
cussion after everyone is calmed down
and the situation in control.

Try not to take everything personally
that a child says or does. Let them know
how you feel, then suggest better ways
for them to react or respond.

It is important for children to under-
stand that anger is a normal human
emotion experienced by them as well
as adults.

 Everyone involved will feel better
when they are in better control of those
emotions. Learning how to express
anger in a positive manner is a skill
needed throughout life.
