Conservatives prevail in board primaries
TOPEKA  (AP) — The balance

of power on the State Board of Edu-
cation swung to the right, ending a
two-year-old struggle conserva-

tives had with moderates.
In Tuesday’s primary, Kathy

Martin, a retired school teacher
from Clay Center, won the Repub-
lican primary in the 6th District. She
defeated Bruce Wyatt of Salina,
capturing 61 percent of the vote to
39 percent for Wyatt, according to
unofficial results.

Martin had a strong showing in
rural areas of the district, predomi-
nantly in north-central Kansas. She
carried 16 of 17 counties, while
Wyatt won Saline, his home county
and the most populous in the dis-
trict.

For the past two years, the board
has been split 5-5 between the two
sides. The shift to the ideological
right could ignite a renewed debate
on the board about what to teach
students about evolution. Wyatt is
part of the board’s moderate bloc.

Martin made issue of Wyatt’s
support for increased taxes to fund
elementary and secondary educa-
tion, including a proposal from the
board in 2001 to increase spending
by as much as $1 billion.

Martin also has argued that cre-
ationism should be taught alongside

evolution in science classes and
advocates modifying the state’s sci-
ence standards. Wyatt supports the
current, evolution-friendly stan-
dards and said creationism should
be discussed only when social stud-
ies classes compare beliefs.

In the 10th District, conservative
incumbent Republican Steve
Abrams of Arkansas City won re-
election over Tim Aiken, a school
board member from Derby, with 53
percent of the vote.

Neither Abrams nor Martin have
opponents in the November general
election.
