Big Brothers Big Sisters Cel-

ebrates National Volunteer Week
with New “Pass It On” Program.

In addition to celebrating Na-
tional Volunteer Week (April 18-
24), volunteers for Big Brothers Big
Sisters across Kansas are encourag-
ing outdoor enthusiasts who want to
share their love of the outdoors with
children to become mentors in a
newly initiated program.

As part of the local activities, the
Big Brothers Big Sister organiza-
tion in Colby has planned “Bowl for
Kids Sake,” which begins Friday
and continues on Saturday at  Colby

A l o n g

with Colby’s
chapter cel-
ebrating the
week with
the fundraiser, the statewide group
also wanted to introduce a new pro-
gram called, Pass It On, said Mike
Christensen, director of the project.

This program teaches youth tra-
ditional outdoors sports - such as ar-
chery, fishing and hunting - by pair-
ing them with adults who also en-
joy these activities.

It has grown rapidly and is al-

ready offered through Big Brothers
Big Sisters chapters in Kansas,
Texas and Pennsylvania.

Big Brothers Big Sisters agencies
in 10 more states are expected to
adopt the program in the coming
months.

“So many of our youngsters ask
to participate in outdoor activities,
but it was difficult to find knowl-
edgeable adults to mentor them”
Christensen said.

  “By recruiting volunteers with
these skills, we can give the children
access to the outdoor sports that
they want, while at the same time

reaching out to a group that may not
have known had the opportunity to
translate their outdoor skills into
useful volunteer opportunities.”

As part of national Volunteer
Week, Big Brothers Big Sisters is
encouraging conservation groups
to become involved with the pro-
gram, too.

“We also encourage outdoor en-
thusiasts and members of conserva-
tion groups to become ‘Bigs’ and
help pass along to the ‘Littles’ an
appreciation of the outdoors,”
Christensen said.

The program recently received a

$250,000 gift from the National
Shooting Sports Foundation to ex-
pand the Pass It On program across
the country.

“In fact, we so strongly believe in
the value of this program and the
benefits it brings to children that we
have made a concrete investment
toward the program’s future.”

Through the Pass it On program,
boys and girls are matched with

mentors who provide them with
positive experiences and a unique
opportunity to build respect for the
outdoors.

 Big Brothers Big Sisters helps
boys and girls, most of whom are
considered at risk and live in single-
parent homes, achieve their full
potential through long-term per-
sonal relationships with carefully
screened and caring volunteers.
