WASHINGTON (AP) — CBS
wasfinedarecord $550,000 by fed-
eral regulators for Janet Jackson's
“wardrobemalfunction,” whichex-
posedthesinger’sbreast duringthe
Super Bowl halftime show.

The Federal Communications
Commissionvoted unanimously to
slapeachof the20CBS-ownedtele-
vision stations with the maximum
indecency penalty of $27,500.

Thetotal penalty of $550,000is
thelargest finelevied against atel e-
vision broadcaster. Most of the
FCC’s bigger fines have been
against radio stations.
