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Dear Plain Sense: My 4-year-
oldfrequently stealsthingsfrom
other family members. I’ mwor-
ried heis on hisway to becom-
ing a petty thief! What should |
do?

Parentsnaturally becomecon-
cerned about a child who takes
things that don’t belong to him.
This should not be regarded as
“stealing” until the child is ca-
pabl e of understanding the con-
sequences of such behavior,
whichisusually betweenages3
and 5. Parents should consider
why their child hasstolen—for
moreattention, or showing off to
afriend, to have something to
give to someone else, or to get
somethingthey don’twant toask
for.

Parents should teach children
about property rightsand consid-
eration of others. Parents must
also serve as positive role mod-
els.

If adults bring home items
fromtheir placeof work or allow
a mistake at the supermarket
checkout to occur intheir favor,
it will be harder for a child to
understand the concept of hon-
esty.

In most cases, stealing will
stop asthe child grows older if
parents take proper measures.
Teach your childthat stealing is
wrong and is not acceptable
withinthefamily or thecommu-
nity. Guide him or her inreturn-
ingthestolenobject totheproper
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owner; if for
some reason it
cannot be re-
turned, then
helpthechildin
arrangingtopay
for or replace
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theitem.

When the item has been re-
turned or paid for, givethechild
praisefor hiseffort and work.

If stealing is persistent or ac-
companied by other problembe-
haviors, it may beasign of more
seriousemotional problemsthat
both child and parentsneed help
with.

Distrust candevelopquicklyin
such family situations.

Your local mental health pro-
fessional canassistinevaluating
the causes for the behavior and
work with those involved to re-
establish better rel ationshipsand
more healthy behaviors.

Horticulturist warns gardeners about ‘drift’

Distorted leaves and stems on
unrel ated garden plantscan bear si-
lent witnessto two basictruths: By
nature, herbicides aren’'t good for
plants. Chemical sprayscandrift off
target.

“Plantsthat aregoodindicatorsof
accidental weed-killer injury in-
cludetomatoes, zinnias, grapevines
andredbudtrees,” said JakeWeber,
horticulturist with Kansas State
University Research and Exten-
sion.“But herbicidedrift can cause
considerabledamagetoavariety of
yard and garden plants.”

The specific symptoms of acci-
dental herbicideinjury canvary, he
warned. For stems, they often show

up as twisting and/or abnormal
stretching. For leaves, they canin-
cludetwisting, cupping, puckering
and abnormal stretching. And, the
results can range from fewer flow-
ersor vegetablestolossof theplant

Herbicide sprayscan drift either
as amist of tiny droplets or as a
largely invisiblevapor, Weber said.
Still, theactual harmthey causewill
depend on an array of factors:

Airtemperature. Thehotteritis,
the more vapors gardeners can ex-
pect— whichiswhy applying her-
bicidesinthecool of early morning
isagoodidea.

* Wind, which can help break up
a concentration of herbicide par-

ticles, but also can carry toxic drift
formiles.Acamday istheonly safe
timeto apply chemicalsoutdoors.

* Amount and duration of non-tar-
get plants’ exposure.

* Type of herbicideformulation.

* Amount of sprayer pressure. Us-
ing alow pressure helps to avoid
excessive mist production - which
ismorelikely to drift off- target.

« Stage of plant growth. New
shoots and |eaves are most vul ner-
able.

“The most serious plant damage
typically occursearly intheseason,
when plantsareactively producing
new shootsand leaves. Thereason
for thisis that phenoxyaliphatic

acid herbicides - 2,4-D and other
weed killers - mainly affect the
growing points of plants,” Weber
said.

Herbicide-damaged plantsoften
need special care to survive sum-
mer’s stresses, he said. If they can
survive, however, they’ || probably
regain much of their vigor in the
next growing season or two.

“To avoid the problem in the fu-
ture, though, you’ Il needtoremem:-
ber the factors that can reduce the
oddsfor herbicidedrift. And, if you
can, you should switch to using &
granular formul ation of the chemi-
calsyou apply in your landscape,”
Weber advised.
