Bothevents
were held | ast Wednesday.
Mannebach, Colby High School
teacher and cross country coach,
began his career at Esbon, moved
onto Grinnell and thentook over at
Sacred Heart, where he posted a
309-167 record over 21 seasonsand
won four state crowns. Three of
those four were consecutives —
1979, 1980 and 1981.
Mannebach’s 1975 undefeated

state championship team was in-
ducted into the KBCA “Hall of
Fame” in 1989, thus his personal
inductionintotheHall in 2004 was
another layer of flavor to a sport
he' sendeared throughout hisadult
life.

Mannebach, who was raised at
Menlo, returned to this part of the
state in 1990 after leaving Sacred
Heart High School.

The move provided him an op-
portunity to becloser tofamily and

to also assume the head basketball
coaching position at Colby High
School. Hewasat thehelmfor two
Seasons.

Out on thetrail, Mannebach has
been creating hisshareof chatter as
cross country mentor. His Colby
teams are consistently Northwest
KansasL eaguechampions, orinthe
runningfor thosecovetedtitles,and
his name is familiar among those
whowatch statecrosscountry com-
petition.

Sulzmanled off thefourthwitha
double down the left field line. A
batter later, Bruce Arnberger
singledto bring home Sulzmanand
tiethescore. Colby scoredagainin
the top of the fifth when Sulzman
doubled home Jordan Cranston,
who had singled with one out.

Russell came back in the bottom
of thefifth, utilizing oneof their two
hits, totiethescoreonceagain. With
the score till tied at two in thetop
of the seventh, Jordan Cranston
doubledtotheright center gap. Josh
Houtzthenhita0-2fastball through
theright side of theinfield scoring
Cranston with the eventual game
winning run. Houtz advanced to
third after asuccession of past balls
and Brian Sulzmandrovehimhome
with a sacrifice fly to center.
Sulzman put down Russell inorder
in the bottom of the inning for
Colby’sfirst victory of thetourna-
ment.

With Colby leading 2-1inthe
bottom of the second, Silver Lake
exploded for seven runsto take an
8-2lead. Colby immediately cut the
lead to 8-4 when Miles Ackerman
singledupthemiddlescoring Brian
Sulzman and Chris Gordon. Silver
L akescored oneinthebottom of the
third to make the score 9-4, but
Colby answered once again when
Josh Houtz smacked a two-run
homerunto reducetheleadto 9-6.
Houtz was 8 for 12 in the tourna-
ment. Unfortunately thosewerethe
final runs Colby would score, as
Silver Lakeheld onfor thevictory.

Bruce Arnberger went 3 for 4
with atriplein thefinal game, and
was 6 for 10 in the tournament

Colby finished the summer thirc
inthe statewith an 18-15 record.
