Upset on

ATHENS, Greece (AP) — Rulon

Gardner was in another Olympic
wrestling upset — his own. One of
the biggest stars of the 2000 Sum-
mer Games, Gardner was thrown to
the mat in overtime by
Kazakhstan’s Georgi Tsurtsumia
and lost 4-1 in his Greco-Roman
semifinal match. He won the bronze
medal later in the day, defeating
Sajad Barzi of Iran 3-0. Gardner
was as surprised as anyone when
Tsurtsumia somehow pulled off the
winning 3-point move in their 264
1/2-pound (120kg) match, espe-
cially after spending much of the
match visibly wearing down the
younger wrestler.
