Whatever the reason, the Colby
High School football Eagles were
shut out by the St. Francis Indians
22-0 Friday night before a large
homecoming crowd at Dennen
Field.

The loss drops the Eagles overall
to 3-2. All their wins have been on
the road, at Atwood, Oberlin and

Dighton. The losses at home were
to Hoxie and St. Francis.

At the outset of the homecoming
clash, Colby’s Weston Foltz was
able to get a fumble recovery only
eight second into the contest. Un-
fortunately, the Eagles were unable
to use that turnover to their advan-
tage.

After long drives by both teams,
the Indians ran the ball into the end
zone. The visitors tacked on two
points by running the conversion
and at the end of the first quarter it
was 0-8 — them.

The Indians got another 6-pointer
with 6:34 remaining in the half and
they scored a two-point conversion

on a pass. The Eagles’ Trent
Mazanec recovered a fumble in
hopes of getting something going
for Colby before half-time, but it
didn’t materialize and the at the
whistle it was 0-16 — them.

St. Francis came back in the third
quarter to again hit paydirt, but was
unable to convert the two-pointer.

It was a back-and-forth struggle
the rest of the way and at the final
sound the tally was 0-22 — them.

Following the game, a 20-play
fifth quarter was held. Brandon
Rasmussen scored Colby’s only
touchdown on a 40-yard run.
