Hewon anational title
hisfreshman seasonat 157 pounds.
This season he won the 165 pound
title. Hewasranked number onein
the country from start tofinish. He
isonly thethirdwrestlerinthelong
history of Colby Collegewrestling
towin back to back national titles.

ZachLuedkefinishedfifthinthe
country thisyear at 174 pounds, and
by doing so, earned his second
straight All-American award. He

was a mainstay in the top ten
rankingsall year. Zachwonhisfirst
three matches at the national tour-
nament before losing in the cham-
pionship semifinalsby one point.

TwoTrojanfreshmenearnedAll-
American honors, as well. Dan
Prater (Pratt), whomovedfrom 141
pounds to 133 pounds during the
season, had to heal from a broken
hand to finish seventh at the na-
tional tournament. At theWest Cen-
tral District Tournament helost both
his matches, but was selected as a
wild card for the national tourna-
ment because the district coaches
knew he was struggling with the
broken hand.

Matt Schippers(Hoxie) finished
fifth in the country at 149 Ibs. He
also started the season unranked
onlytorisetoAll-American status.
