“Lastyear wehad 353 students,”
said Kaylene Oelke, district board
clerk and secretary to Superinten-
dent Scott Hoyt.

Each Sept. 20, the state takes a
headcount of students enrolled in
each school district state wide.

Hoxie' snumbersthisyear are23
students lower than last, with 320
childrenin school.

Four of thosestudentscamefrom
Jennings, two of which are under
closure contract with that district,
and two which live in the Hoxie
school district but had attended
Jenningsin the past, Oelke said.

Of those four students, one of
them, along with three Jennings
graduates from last year, came to
Hoxie last year to participate in
sports through cooperative agree-
ment.

Hoyt saidthestudent numbers, as
well as the budget numbers, are
“projections.”

“You need to understand thisis
enrollment numbers and not full-
time equivalency which could get
intosomeconfidential areas,” Hoyt
said.

And low
enrollment and correlationweight-
ing last year ran $732,425, to this
year's $646,638, for acurrent pro-
posed budget of $2,493,325, down
fromlast year’'s $2,507,807.

Mitchell was among about 200
veterans from the 352nd Fighter
Group Association who toured the
museum and watched an IMAX
film on fighter pilots. Police es-
corted the group into Hutchinson
while members of the Hutchinson
Community Collegejazzbandwel-
comed the pilotsand their families
withpatrioticandjazzmusic. Mem-
bersof aBoy Scout troop formed a
color guard, and Cosmosphere
President and CEO Jeff Ollenberger
thankedthepilot groupresponsible
for destroying 776 enemy aircraft
on 420 flying missions.
