Grain piling up amid stalled
rail cars, bountiful crops

WICHITA (AP) — Graineleva
torsarestruggling to handl e better-
than-expectedfall cropsamid soar-
ing freight prices and loaded rail
carsleftidledinthewake of Hurri-
caneRita, industry leaders said.

“It'shackingupall overtheMid-
west. ... You are seeing people be-
ing more pleasantly surprised by
yieldsaswell. It isputting astrain
on the system,” said Charlie
Sauerwein, grain merchandiser for
Wind River Grainin Garden City.

Burlington Northern Santa Fe
Corp., the nation’s second-largest
railroad operator, still has an em-
bargo in place for all new traffic
goingor coming from 88 stationsin
south Texas, said BN SF spokesman
Steve Forsberg.

Tuesday, BNSFalsohad61trains
— including 24 loaded with grain
— it was holding that were headed
tovarious Gulf Coast destinations.
Itwasexpectingtostill have18cars
holding on Wednesday.

“We are trying to restore opera-
tions,” Forsbergsaid. “ Thebiggest
problemisgetting our crewsback.”

Despiteanadditional 2,000grain
cars added to the BNSF fleet this
season, that lack of rail car turn-
around — or fluidity, as the rail-
roadsputit—ismaking analready
tight supply of rail carsevenworse.

“Wejust have more demand for
rail carsthan we have supply — it
isjustthat ssimple,” Sauerweinsaid.
“Rail freight is a commodity just
like wheat or corn or milo.”

That especially affectsstateslike
Kansas, which shipsitswheat, cot-
tonand soybeansthroughtheTexas
Gulf ports, saidLisaTaylor, spokes-
woman for theK ansas Department
of Agriculture. Most of the state’s
corn and sorghum gets used either
inthe state or neighboring states.

Demandforrail carsalready was
high sincethe nation’srecord 11.8
billion bushel corn crop last year.
Muchof that cropisstill inthebins.
Also still filling elevators across
Kansasasfall harvest beginsisthe
good winter wheat crop cut this
summer. And more elevators are
looking to ship by rail astrucking
prices soar along with gasoline
costs.

“Theembargobogged upthesys-
tem,” said Tom Tunnell, executive
director of the Kansas Grain and
Feed Association. “Rail car avail-
ability is becoming extremely
acute.

Right now, there is an outright
bidding process going on for an
opportunity to get arail car.”

Onthe so-called secondary mar-
ket for rail cars— where ashipper
that hasbought acertificateof trans-
portation for afuture delivery of a
rail car resellsitto someoneelse—
thepriceof arail car reachedashigh
as $2,600 on Tuesday afternoon,
Sauerwein said.

That compares to between $300
and $400 acar ayear ago. Rail car
prices had stayed at around $500 a
car until early September, then

Summer heat, rising
fuel costs hurting farmers

TRENTON, N.J. (AP) — The
intenseheat waveand dry spell over
the second half of the summer has
left many New Jersey farmers
burned up—just like someof their
crops— over reduced yields.

And, like farmers nationwide,
Garden State growers are feeling
the pinch of skyrocketing fuel
prices, whicharealready morethan
doublewhat they were ayear ago.

“We're sitting here at the table
last night wonderingif we'regoing
tomakeit,” said Hal Rifkin, owner
of Rifkin Farmsin Manalapan. “I
feel like I’'m working for the oil
companies.”

Rifkin said he's irrigated his
fieldsof sweet corn, tomatoes, pep-
persand eggplant twiceasmuch as
usual, and other costshaveal so sky-
rocketed, from delivery feesto the
cost of operating each tractor —
now $70 per day, up from $30 last
summer.

New Jersey Agriculture Secre-
tary Charles Kuperus has asked
Rutgers University to study how
this season’s weather and fuel
prices affected the state’sfarmers.

“Wedidn'thaveadropof rainthe
whole month of August (and) it
never cooled down,” said Rudy
Ploch, owner of the 138-year-old
Ploch’'sFarmin Clifton.

Hislettuce, cabbage, arugulaand
leeks for the most part either burnt
up or the plantswere half their nor-
mal size. Tomatoes that were ex-
posed to the sun burnt up despite
heavy irrigation, and Ploch esti-
mates he's lost 20 percent of his
yield. New Jersey Farm Bureau Ex-
ecutive Director Peter Furey said
farmers tell him they had afairly
good yield in terms of quality, but
quantity wasdown. Even milk pro-
duction was reduced when dairy
cowswere stressed by the heat.

“Netincomewill besubstantially
down thisyear,” Furey predicted,
because farmers can’t raise their
prices much, but their energy and
other costsare way up.

For example, just 5 inch-deep
watering of a100-acrefarmwould
cost astaggering $25,000 for fuel,
labor and water, accordingto Furey.
At some nursery and sod farms,
pumps have been running nearly
nonstop.

L eonard Pollara, owner of Upper
Meadows Farm in Sussex County,
said his operating costs are up
nearly 20 percent, but hisvegetable
yields are down 25 percent. He
raises 100-plus varieties of veg-
etables, plus livestock and field
crops such as hay and barley.

“The heat seemed to shut down
the plants,” he said.

Diane Rea, who farms 100 acres
and operatesRea’ sFarm Marketin
West Cape May, said she and her
husband lost about 75 percent of
their cropsthissummer becausethe
state limits their irrigating. That's
the worst they have fared in ade-

cade, and revenue from their mar-
ket is down at least 40 percent be-
cause they’ve had to stock more
produce from other farmers.

For consumers, the weather’s
impact ismixed.

The seasons for favorite Jersey
cropssuch astomatoes, sweet corn
and pumpkinswill end soon, twoto
three weeksearly in someregions.
On the other hand, some farmers
who harvested vegetables or fruits
early aftertheplants' vineswithered
will reduce prices to move the ex-
traproduce quickly.
