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Ex-husband’s harassment
qualifies as illegal stalking

DEAR ABBY: I am a woman in
my mid-30s, recently divorced for
the second time. I was married for
13 years.

Abby, my ex won’t leave me
alone. He calls me constantly, and
if I won’t talk to him, he starts
threatening me. Hanging up on him
doesn’t work; it makes him that
much angrier. He threatens to dam-
age my vehicle, and says he has
people watching my daughter when
she goes out on the one night that
she is allowed.

He will call and tell me where she
went, who she was with and what
time she came home. He has me
watched, too. I don’t go out except
to work and to the grocery store.
Calling the police is not an option
because that will just make it even
worse on me. Please help me.

BIRMINGHAM, ALA.

DEAR WATCHED: There is a
name for the harassment you and
your daughter are receiving. It’s
called STALKING. Although you
may not be aware of it, there is a
law against stalking in Alabama.
After I read your letter, I con-
tacted your chief of police and
read it to her.

She advises that you should
document every incident —
which can include recording
those threatening phone calls —
and file a police report.

I wish you had been more spe-
cific about the reason for your
reluctance to inform the police. If
you are frightened because your
ex-husband is somehow con-
nected to law enforcement, this
crime should be reported to Inter-
nal Affairs so they can investigate
the charges. The longer you re-
main silent, the longer his intimi-
dation will continue.

DEAR ABBY: I married late, to
a wonderful man I’ll call “Juan.”
Our courtship was very brief. We
are fine. My problem is his family.

Everyone was very cordial at
first, but during a brief rough patch
early on in our marriage, his family
made it clear where the line was
drawn — me on one side, all of them
on the other. (I have no immediate
family of my own, just a couple of
close girlfriends I consider to be
“family.”) Juan was caught in the
middle.

Since then, we have come to an
understanding regarding holidays,
birthdays, etc. If I work the holiday,

Juan spends it with his family. If not,
he’s home with me for the majority
of it, but makes a short visit to them.
(We live in the same town.) We split
Juan’s birthday. If someone from
his family phones the house, I’m
pleasant, but other than that we
don’t speak.

My question concerns my elderly
mother-in-law. There’s a language
barrier, and she usually believes
what anyone tells her, which early
on was unflattering where I was
concerned. Due to her advanced
age, there will be a funeral I have to
contend with at some point. I feel I
should be there for Juan when the
time comes, but I have absolutely
no desire to be around any of the rest
of his family. What should I do?

DEAR WIFE: When the time

comes, take your cue from your
husband. If he would like you to
be there, then attend the funeral
with him and be pleasant to his
family. If he prefers to go alone,
you’ll be off the hook.

P.S. Between you and me, you
should be prepared to go. When
a man loses his mother, he usually
wants the person closest to him to
be near him — and that should be
you.

DEAR ABBY: Some close
friends, “Mary” and “Bob,” are in
the midst of a bitter divorce. I like
both of them and would like to re-
main friends with them — but how
can I comfort and support one of
them without seeming like a traitor
to the other one, and vice versa?

Mary has already chewed me out
for even talking to Bob. What
should I do?

— IN THE MIDDLE
DEAR IN THE MIDDLE: As I

see it, you have two choices —
speak to neither one until the di-
vorce is final, or tell Mary that
you are not community property
and you have chosen to remain
neutral because you care about
them both. However, there is one
caveat to the latter: If you refuse
to side with Mary, she may inter-
pret your “neutrality” as betrayal

and dump YOU.

DEAR ABBY: Seven years ago,
I became close friends with “An-
thony” and his wife, “Erika.” Erika
died unexpectedly, leaving behind
her husband and two children,
“Heidi” and “Dustin.” Heidi and I
became very close, and she began
looking up to me as a mother figure.

Seven months ago, Heidi found
out she was pregnant. She is still in
school. The baby’s father left her.
She asked me to be with her when
the baby is born.

A few months ago, Anthony
started seeing someone. His girl-
friend is very jealous of my friend-
ship with him and the fact that his
daughter looks up to me. Heidi and
the girlfriend don’t really get along.
Heidi asked me again if I would go
with her when she goes into labor
and I told her yes.

Should I honor Heidi’s wishes
and be there with her, or should I
stay away until after the baby is
born? I don’t want to hurt anyone.

‘Find Me Guilty’ premiered
at Berlin International Film Festival

BERLIN (AP) — Sidney Lumet
said he overcame snobbery about
action heroes to cast Vin Diesel in
“Find Me Guilty,” which premiered
at the Berlin International Film Fes-
tival.

Diesel, who starred in “xXx” and
“The Pacifier,” plays Giacomo “Fat
Jack” DiNorscio, who defended
himself in the 21-month trial in
Newark, N.J. The trial ended in
August 1988 with the acquittal on
racketeering charges of DiNorscio
and 19 other alleged mobsters.

“We’re all, and I include myself
in this, big snobs about action he-
roes, we relegate them,” Lumet told
reporters Thursday.

“It’s what we used to do with
beautiful actresses ... if you’re an
action hero and a star it means you
cannot act — and all of this despite
the fact that we know different.”

The movie draws on dialogue
from the original trial, with Di-
Norscio punctuating the proceed-
ings with one-liners that kept the
courtroom laughing.

“It’s not that the government’s
case was so weak,” Lumet said. “I
think what happened is the person-
ality of DiNorscio was so irresist-
ible that it took over everything, it
wiped out facts.”

“Find Me Guilty” is one of 19
films competing for the top Golden
Bear prize at the annual Berlin fes-
tival. The Golden Bear will be
awarded Saturday.

Cabaret singer’s piano sold
NEW YORK (AP) — The grand

piano of late cabaret singer Bobby
Short sold for $132,000 in an auc-
tion of his personal effects, auction
house Christie’s said.

The piano, a 1971 black lacquer
Bechstein kept in Short’s Manhat-
tan apartment, had a pre-sale esti-
mate of $30,000 to $40,000.

Other top sellers among the 250
items on the auction block Thurs-
day were works of art. An oil paint-
ing attributed to Olga Sacharoff,
“Adam and Eve in the Garden of
Eden,” fetched $60,000, and Bill

Traylor’s “Black Cow,” a work in
crayon and gouache on paper, went
for $28,000.

A monogrammed Cartier silver
ice bucket sold for $18,000 and an
art deco wrought iron fire screen
brought $12,000, the auction house
said.

The results of the sale “reinforce
the fact that Bobby Short was truly
an integral part of New York City’s
culture and a man loved by friends
and fans around the world,” Cathy
Elkies, Christie’s director of special
collections, said in a statement.

Halle Berry won’t do it
CAMBRIDGE, Mass. (AP) —

Halle Berry had to write “I will not
make ’Catwoman II”’ on a chalk-
board four times in order to earn her
pudding pot as Harvard’s Hasty
Pudding woman of the year.

Berry’s performance in the 2004
action bomb earned her a worst-ac-
tress award in last year’s Razzies, a
spoof of the Oscars that trashes
Hollywood’s worst.

Berry also shook her hips Thurs-
day in a comic faux dance compe-
tition to prove her superpower skills
and to jokingly test her abilities as
an action star.

Before she was given the tradi-
tional brass pudding pot during a
roast at Harvard’s Hasty Pudding
Theater, Berry danced suggestively
with a Harvard student dressed like
a French poodle, which Berry’s
presenter’s dubbed Dogman.

She also acted out scenes from
“Monster’s Ball,” a film for which
she won an Oscar and a SAG award
in 2002.

Berry, 39, said she takes her
Hasty Pudding award “very seri-
ously.”

“It’s going to go right next to my
Oscar,” she said.

Country singer plans
will honor agreement

NORTH WILKESBORO, N.C.
(AP) — Country singer and recent
Grammy winner Keith Urban will
travel to North Carolina Friday to
make good on a 5-year-old hand-

shake agreement.
Urban will appear at the Specialty

Car Co., where he bought a 1994
Chevy Impala in 2001 using his first
royalty check from his hit “But For
the Grace of God.”

“The dealer took $2,000 off the
asking price, as long as I agreed to
make an appearance at his dealer-
ship some time in the future,” Ur-
ban said in a written statement.

“It’s taken long enough, but I’ve
finally got back to town to settle
up.”

The car was in mint condition
with only 3,000 miles when Urban
bought it, said Specialty Car’s Phil
Stevens.

“I never thought that someone
who had achieved what Keith has
achieved since we first met would
find the time to remember a simple
handshake promise,” Stevens said.

Quest for gold ends with
Disney contract

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Figure
skater Michelle Kwan, whose quest
for Olympic gold ended because of
a groin injury, has signed on with
The Walt Disney Co. as a celebrity
spokeswoman, the entertainment
conglomerate said.

Kwan, 25, will be featured in ads
and other media promoting Dis-
ney’s businesses. She’ll also appear
in the media company’s original
programming, the company said
Thursday.

Financial terms of the multiyear
deal were not disclosed.

Kwan, a five-time world figure
skating champion, lost what could
be her last chance to win an Olym-
pic gold medal last weekend when
she withdrew from the Turin Games
because of a strained groin muscle.
She won a silver Olympic medal in
1998 and a bronze in 2002.

After withdrawing from the
Olympics, the Torrance, Calif., na-
tive turned down an offer to work as
a broadcaster for NBC, saying she
didn’t want to be a distraction for
remaining members of the U.S.
Olympic figure skating team.
