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Panel rewrites concealed gun bill
TOPEKA (AP) — With support-

ers trying to build veto-proof sup-
port for a bill allowing Kansans to
carry concealed guns, a House com-
mittee rewrote it Wednesday so hid-
den weapons still wouldn’t be al-
lowed in libraries, churches and
temples.

The Federal and State Affairs
Committee endorsed the revised
bill on a voice vote, sending it to the
House, where its passage also is
expected. Senators approved the
bill last month but would have to
consider the House committee’s
changes.

Some changes lengthened the list
of places where a person couldn’t
carry a concealed gun despite hav-
ing a state-issued permit. Senators’
list included courthouses, jails, pris-
ons, schools, state office buildings
and mental health centers — but not
libraries or places of worship.

Supporters, led in the House by
Rep. L. Candy Ruff, D-Leaven-
worth, believed dealing with those
concerns could persuade a few
more legislators to vote for the mea-
sure. Ruff offered a series of amend-
ments Wednesday.

“I’m trying to build support
wherever I can,” Ruff said.

The issue for supporters is whe-
ther they can override a possible
veto by Gov. Kathleen Sebelius,
who rejected similar legislation in
2004. An override requires two-
thirds majorities in both chambers,
or 27 of 40 votes in the Senate and
84 of 125 in the House.

Two years ago, supporters fell
seven votes short in the House.

“I understand we have to make
some compromises for it to fly,”
said Rep. Lance Kinzer, R-Olathe,
a supporter.

Sen. Phil Journey, R-Haysville,
the leading advocate of the bill in his
chamber, said the committee’s
changes are acceptable.

“The legislative process is cer-
tainly about negotiation and com-
promise,” Journey said. “You’ve
got to keep your eyes on the prize.”

The bill would make Kansas
among 36 “shall issue” states,
meaning a person who qualifies for

Kansans could carry concealed
guns under a bill endorsed Wed-
nesday by the House Federal and
State Affairs Committee, but
would be prohibited from taking
them into certain places.

They include:
— Any place that is the site of

an activity deemed a public nui-
sance.

— Police, sheriff or Kansas
Highway Patrol stations.

— Courthouses.
— Courtrooms, except that a

judge could carry a concealed
gun or allow someone else to do
so.

— Polling places on Election
Day.

— City, county or state govern-
ment meetings.

— The State Fairgrounds in
Hutchinson.

— State office buildings.
— Athletic events not involv-

ing firearms, if they are spon-
sored by schools, colleges or uni-

versities.

— Professional athletic events
not involving firearms.

— Bars, taverns and other
places where liquor is sold by the
drink, except for restaurants.

— Elementary or secondary
school buildings or structures
used in teaching students.

— College or university facili-
ties.

— Any place where firearms
are prohibited by federal law.

— Centers for court-ordered
visits of children by divorced
parents, or in cases where some-
one has been the victim of domes-
tic abuse.

— Community mental health
centers or state mental hospitals.

— City halls.
— Libraries.
— Day care centers.
— Churches and temples.
Owners of other properties still

could prohibit concealed weap-
ons if they posted signs.

a permit must receive one. Eight
states have “may issue” laws, giv-
ing officials latitude to reject a per-
mit. Two states — Alaska and Ver-
mont — have no prohibitions for
carrying a concealed weapon.

Sebelius has said repeatedly she
supports allowing retired law en-
forcement officers to carry con-
cealed guns, and last year she
signed a bill to prevent local gov-
ernments from banning the trans-
portation of firearms in storage. But
in 2004, she questioned whether a
concealed carry law would make
Kansans safer.

Supporters argue a concealed
carry law will allow law-abiding
Kansans to defend themselves. Per-
sons over 21 would qualify for a
permit if they had completed eight
hours of training and had no felony
record or history of mental illness.

“Them having it in a library
doesn’t make me any more queasy
than them having it in a Wal-Mart,”

Kinzer said.
The committee rewrote parts of

the bill to make sure someone
couldn’t get a permit if they’d been
convicted of domestic violence or
were under a court order meant to
prevent them from abusing some-
one else.

The committee also added day
care centers to the list of places
where hidden guns still would be
prohibited. Any property owner
could prohibit concealed weapons
by posting a sign.

Ruff acknowledged that leaving
churches off the list “just causes us
too much grief.” Rep. Judy Lo-
ganbill, D-Wichita, said she was
offended at the idea of allowing
someone to carry a gun into a
church.

“To me, that’s just so blatantly
offensive, I can’t see straight,” she
said. But others said they worried
about instances in which pastors or
members of a congregation might
be attacked. For example, in 1988,
a gunman killed one person and
wounded four others during an
Emporia church service, having
come to believe that church mem-
bers pressured a female member to
break off a relationship with him.

“As far as I’m concerned, there’s
always a place for a gun if you’re
responsible,” said Rep. Judy Mor-
rison, R-Shawnee.

Scam warning issued
TOPEKA —  Insurance Com-

missioner Sandy Praeger wants
Kansans to know that the Centers
for Medicare and Medicaid Ser-
vices  is warning seniors and people
with disabilities to be aware of a
scheme.

The scam, she said, asks Medi-
care beneficiaries for money and
checking account information to
help them enroll in a Medicare Pre-
scription Drug Plan.

This scheme is called the “$299
Ring” for the typical amount of
money Medicare beneficiaries are
talked into withdrawing from their
checking accounts to pay for a non-
existent prescription drug plan.

 The important thing to remem-
ber with regard to the purchase of
any drug plan is that legitimate
Medicare drug plans will not ask for
payment over the telephone or the
Internet.  They must bill the benefi-
ciary for the monthly premium.

Medicare has already received
complaints from several states
which have been made against a
number of different companies.
Authorities believe that the compa-
nies are the same and are typically
based outside the U. S.

 The center is working with fed-
eral law enforcement authorities as
complaints are received.  Consum-
ers should report these cases to their
local law enforcement agencies or
(877) 772-3379.

Consumers should be aware that
no Medicare drug plan can ask a
person with Medicare for bank ac-
count or other personal information
over the telephone.  No beneficiary
should ever provide that kind of in-
formation to a caller.  They should
contact their local police depart-
ment if they believe someone is try-
ing to take money or information
from them illegally.

People with Medicare should
also remember that they should be
on the lookout for anyone trying to
take advantage of them and take
steps to protect themselves by re-
membering:

• No one can come into your
home uninvited.

• No one can ask you for personal
information during their marketing
activities.

• Always keep all personal infor-
mation, such as your Medicare

number, safe, just as you would a
credit card or a bank account num-
ber.

• Whenever you have a question
or concern about any activity re-
garding Medicare, call 1-800-
MEDICARE.
