USDA states latest test
of BSE was inconclusive

“Friday night we received an in-
conclusive test result on a rapid
BSE test from an animal sampled as
part our enhanced BSE surveillance
program.

USDA is conducting further tests
at the National Veterinary Services
Laboratories (NVSL) in Ames,
Iowa, using an immunohistochem-
istry test.

In addition, USDA’s Agricultural
Research Service, will also conduct
a Western blot test. The results of
those tests will be released as soon
as they have all been completed,
within the next four to seven days.”

This inconclusive result does not
mean we have found a new case of

BSE. Inconclusive results are a nor-
mal component of most screening
tests, which are designed to be ex-
tremely sensitive so they will detect
any sample that could possibly be
positive. In addition, this animal did
not enter the human food chain nor
the animal feed chain.”

I want to emphasize that human
and animal health in the United
States are protected by a system of
interlocking safeguards and that we
remain very confident in the safety
of U.S. beef.

 The most important of these
safeguards is the ban on specified
risk materials from the food supply
and the Food and Drug
Administration’s feed ban. And by
any measure, the incidence of BSE
in this country is extremely low.

Our enhanced surveillance pro-
gram is designed to provide infor-
mation about the level of preva-
lence of BSE in the United States,
while these interlocking safeguards
continue to protect our food sup-
ply.”

We are extremely gratified that
since June 2004, all sectors of the
cattle industry have cooperated in
this program by submitting samples
from more than 640,000 animals
from the highest risk populations
and more than 20,000 from clini-
cally normal, older animals, as part
our enhanced BSE surveillance
program.

To date, only one of these high-
est risk animals has tested positive
for the disease as part of the surveil-
lance program.”

Tobacco growers are quitting
HAHIRA, Ga. (AP) — Tobacco

farmers are becoming a rarity in
these parts. About 60 percent of
Georgia’s 1,000 tobacco growers
have called it quits since the $10
billion federal tobacco buyout of
2004, and nearly half have done the
same in the all Southeastern states
that produce flue-cured tobacco.

“We’re trying to hang in there,”
said Fred Wetherington, who
grows 600 acres in south Georgia
and sells his leaf directly to to-
bacco company Philip Morris
USA. “Our attitude is to take it easy
for the next few years, not make
any long-term commitments and
see what our margins are.”

Before the buyout, about 15,000
farmers grew flue-cured tobacco in
five states — Georgia, South Caro-
lina, North Carolina, Virginia and
Florida — but since then, between
6,000 to 7,500 have stopped, said
Arnold Hamm, general manager of
the Flue-Cured Tobacco Coopera-
tive of Raleigh, N.C.

Some were older farmers who
used their buyout cash to transition
into retirement, Hamm said.

The buyout ended 70 years of
government subsidies on a crop
that had been a mainstay of South-
ern agriculture for 400 years, start-
ing with the Jamestown Colony in
Virginia — a venture that would
not have survived without profits
from the golden leaf.

Even the Flue-Cured Tobacco
Cooperative has had to reinvent it-
self. The co-op used to manage the
federal tobacco program, but now
buys tobacco from farmers, pro-

cesses it at a plant at Timberlake,
N.C., and sells it to customers.

The production of flue-cured to-
bacco, one of Georgia’s top cash
crops since the 1930s, has been de-
clining throughout the Southeast
for years because of reduced ciga-
rette consumption and stiffer for-
eign competition.

Georgia had about 2,000 grow-
ers a decade ago, 1,000 before the
buyout and 500 last year, said J.
Michael Moore, the University of
Georgia’s tobacco specialist.

Disappointing prices, an out-
break of tomato spotted wilt virus,
and more than 35 inches of excess
rainfall that drowned fields last
year persuaded another 100 grow-
ers to call it quits — leaving the
state with around 400 growers,
Moore said.

Spotted wilt has become a
chronic problem in south Georgia,
creating an advantage for states
further north, such as North Caro-
lina, where it is less severe.

Under the old tobacco program,
the government set production
limits but also provided price guar-
antees when farmers sold the crop.
That system served farmers well
until smokers began kicking the
habit. In response to reduced de-
mand and shrinking exports, agri-
culture officials cut tobacco pro-
duction by more than half between
1998 and 2004. That greatly re-
duced farmers’ earning potential
and left them with excess equip-
ment.

Under the new system, most of
the leaf is grown under contract

with tobacco companies. The com-
panies specify the quantity they
need and the price they’ll pay.

Those prices were disappointing
last year, but have improved, rais-
ing growers’ hopes for a better sea-
son, Moore said.

Farmers will begin setting out
their tiny tobacco plants in fields
across south Georgia in late March
and early April. They may devote
as much as 18,000 acres to tobacco,
about 750 acres more than last
year, Moore said.

“It’s surprising how optimistic
growers are approaching the sea-
son because they were pretty nega-
tive in the fall and winter,” Moore
said.
