Colby Community College Ro-
deo team member Brooke Inlow
proved she is one of the top com-
petitors in the nation at the College
National Finals Rodeo held June
11-17 in Casper, Wyo.

The Oakley native finished in
fifth place in goat tying and com-
pleted the season tied for third in the
national standings.

 “Brooke competed against 53 of
the best goat tyers in the nation,”
said Allen Russell, Colby Commu-
nity College rodeo coach. “She
drew two really tough goats and still
managed to come away with fifth
place.  One of the goats was the ab-

solute worst in the competition.  She
did an awesome job of overcoming
such a bad draw.”

Inlow qualified to compete in
nationals by finishing second in the
Central Plains Region. The top
three in each event from 11 regions
compete at the national competi-
tion.

The Central Plains Region in-
cludes Kansas and Oklahoma is the
largest region.

Inlow was ninth in the first round
with a time of :07.8.  She tied for
third in the second round with a time
of :06.9, and was 19th in the third
round with :08.5.

Colby Community College
women’s team finished 12th in the
nation when compared to all two-

and four-year colleges and univer-
sities. Colby’s team placed third
when compared to two-year
schools.

 “The women had a great year,”
said Russell.

“When compared to other com-
munity colleges, only Walla Walla
Community College and New
Mexico Junior College finished
ahead of us.”

 Colby will host the first Central
Plains Region Rodeo of the fall sea-
son Sept. 29-Oct. 1 at the Thomas
County Fairgrounds.

 The Central Plains Region has
about 540 members. Russell repre-
sents the Central Plains Region as
a member of the national finals
board of directors.

Miami heats up NBA title
DALLAS (AP) — Pat Riley first

promised it 11 years ago: a Miami
Heat victory parade down Biscayne
Boulevard. Shaquille O’Neal guar-
anteed it two summers ago, vowing
to add a fourth ring to his big hand
in his new city.

And with one tenacious game af-
ter another in these NBA finals,
Dwyane Wade delivered both.

The Miami Heat are champions
for the first time, thanks to two bas-
ketball greats who made good on
their promises — and the next great
one, whose promise seems unlim-
ited.

The man they call “Flash” had 36
points and 10 rebounds in the teeth
of a hostile Dallas crowd Tuesday
night, capping his magnificent
playoffs and the Heat’s sizzling
four-game comeback by leading

Miami past the Mavericks 95-92.
“It’s one of the best feelings, next

to my wife and my son, that I’ve
ever had in my life,” Wade said.
“I’m going to live it up!”

The Heat roared back from a two-
game deficit to win the NBA finals
in six.

Wade, the obvious finals MVP,
cemented his superstardom with a
dominant four-game performance
capped by four pressure-packed,
final-minute free throws in the same
building where Miami went down
two games to none.

He even missed a pair in the wan-
ing seconds, giving Dallas a final
shot to tie.

 But Jason Terry missed an open
look for 3, and Wade grabbed the
rebound and flung it joyously into
the stands as time expired.

Where there’s a Wade, there’s a
will. His grace added a fifth ring to
Riley’s finger — third-most among
NBA coaches — and the first jew-
elry in Shaq’s collection with no
connection to Kobe Bryant.

“The great Pat Riley told me we
were going to win today,” said
O’Neal, who had nine points and 12
rebounds.

 “I didn’t have the best game. But
D-Wade’s been doing it all year.
He’s the best player ever.”

Dirk Nowitzki had 29 points and
15 rebounds for the Mavs, but Dal-
las couldn’t manage the last basket
it needed to topple Wade’s determi-
nation.

With their crowd booing every
call and seething with every missed
opportunity, the Mavs missed their
own chance for their first title.

Carolina wins Stanley Cup
RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — Rod

Brind’Amour lifted the Stanley
Cup above his head, tears of joy
streaming down his face. This one
was for the captain and all those
Carolina old-timers whose names
are going on hockey’s most re-
vered trophy for the first time.

Of course, they couldn’t have
done it without the kid.

Rookie goalie Cam Ward
stopped nearly everything that
came his way, finishing off a bril-
liant playoffs with a rock-solid
performance in Game 7. The Hur-
ricanes skated away with their
first Stanley Cup title, beating
Edmonton 3-1 in the winner-take-
all finale Monday night.

“It’s just surreal,” said
Brind’Amour, the team’s 35-year-

old captain, his eyes still red after
he left ice. “The guys on this team
have been through years and years
of heartache. After Game 6, I
knew there’s no way we were let-
ting this go. Too many guys on this
team deserve it.”

A couple of low-scoring
defenseman, Frantisek Kaberle
and Aaron Ward, put Carolina
ahead. Justin Williams finished
off the Oilers, scoring an empty-
net goal with 1:01 remaining af-
ter Edmonton playoff star
Fernando Pisani broke up Cam
Ward’s  shu tout  ear ly  in  the
third.

Oilers defenseman Chris
Pronger, a stalwart throughout the
playoffs, gave up the puck in the
Carolina zone and wound up mak-

ing a helpless dive to block Will-
iams’ gimme into the goal that had
been vacated by Jussi Markkanen
in favor of an extra skater.

Bret Hedican, among the con-
tingent of 30-something players
who had never won the cup,
leaped for joy after Williams’ shot
went in.

In the return of hockey after a
season-ruining lockout, the cup
went to Tobacco Road — territory
best known for college basketball
and NASCAR racing.

“I can’t describe it ,” said
Hedican, who lost in two previous
trips to the finals. “Both times
were gut-wrenching. I’ve got the
scars. But tonight, all that work,
all that hard work, and our team
winning, it all paid off.”
