Schilling gave up nine doubles
and ahome run, matching the mark
set by Washington’s Dale Gear in
1901 and equaled by Cleveland’s
Luis Tiant in 1969.

Reggie Sanders doubled three
times as the Royals, with the worst
record in the majors, sent the Red
Sox to their first five-game losing

streak since 2004.

Boston began the day a season-
high three games behind New York
in the AL East.
