Officials
hope to
boost fair
attendance

HUTCHINSON, Kan. (AP) —
Attendance at the Kansas State Fair
has been dropping in recent years,
but fair officials hope to reverse that
trend.

“There are challenges,” Fair
Manager Denny Stoecklein said.
“We are competing with entertain-
ment dollars and people’s leisure
time. People are just a lot more ac-
tive — have a lot more going on.”

The annual 10-day event last year
brought in 324,705 people, the low-
est turnout in 15 years except when
Sept. 11, 2001, terrorist attacks hurt
numbers that year. This year’s fair
begins Friday and runs through
Sept. 17.

Other fairs are facing similar at-
tendance problems. Also, while the
Kansas fair remains fiscally sound,
some states have had trouble cov-
ering expenses.

Colorado’s governor signed a bill
in June that pulled that state fair out
of a $4.2 million financial hole. At
the South Dakota State Fair, where
turnout once reached 250,000 visi-
tors, annual attendance has shrunk
to roughly half that amount, accord-
ing to a legislative report.

“Fairs, in general, are suffering
because of the decrease in agricul-
ture population,” said Missouri
State Fair Director Mel Willard.
“The people that make a living on
the farm ... are growing smaller.”

But not all fairs are having atten-
dance problems, said Jim Tucker,
chief executive officer of the Inter-
national Association of Fairs and
Expositions. About 70 percent of
state fairs reported growth in 2005.

The Texas State Fair, considered
the largest state fair in the U.S.,
boasts attendance numbers of more
than 3 million most years. At the
Iowa State Fair, crowds normally
soar over 1 million. In Indiana, turn-
out has climbed nearly every year,
with this year’s figures showing
more than 870,000 visitors — an
increase of 50,000 from 2005.

State fair officials need to change
their thinking and begin looking
outside the box, said Missouri’s
Willard, whose fair saw 25,000
more people than last year.

“We still are a huge agriculture
fair, and that continues to be impor-
tant to us, but we try to draw people
from the cities also,” he said.

Missouri added more free stages,
tried to get big names at grandstand
concerts and moved the fair up a
week so it didn’t coincide with the
first week of school.

Stoecklein said he and the Kan-
sas State Fair Board were working
to increase attendance by boosting
the advertising budget, targeting
Hispanic residents, adding com-
petitive competitions and paying
more to blue-ribbon winners at this
year’s fair.
