Colby woman injured
in one-vehicle mishap

Stem cell vote good for state, medical school says
KANSAS CITY  (AP) — The

dean of the University of Kansas
School of Medicine said Missouri’s
passage of an amendment protect-
ing all federally allowed forms of
stem cell research would pay divi-
dends on this side of the state line,
too.

Barbara Atkinson, the medical
school’s dean, noted its ties with the
Stowers Institute for Medical Re-
search in Kansas City, Mo., one of
the region’s leading bioscience fa-
cilities.

Graduate students at the medical
school work in labs run by Stowers
researchers, Atkinson said, and
many of those researchers also
teach at the school.

And, she said, close ties with
Stowers will help KU Medical
Center’s efforts to win national des-
ignation as a comprehensive cancer
center. The institute has committed
a $34 million research endowment
to the medical school, including
funding an associate director’s po-
sition at the cancer center.

Collaboration with the Stowers
Institute also will help faculty re-

cruiting efforts, Atkinson said, by
helping to undo Kansas’ anti-sci-
ence reputation.

On Wednesday, one day after
Missouri voters passed the amend-
ment, Stowers President William
Neaves said the institute would
immediately begin recruiting more
stem cell specialists and also would
move forward with expansion
plans.

“We feel we have the signal to
proceed that we were seeking from
the voters of Missouri,” Neaves
said.

The amendment had the financial
backing of mutual fund magnate
Jim Stowers and his wife, Virginia,

the billionaire benefactors of the
medical research institute.

“The success of Amendment 2
does enable the institute to plan for
future growth here in Missouri,”
Neaves said. “Jim and Virginia have
always wanted the future growth of
the Stowers Institute to occur in
their home state and home town.”

Irvine O. Hockaday Jr., chairman
of the Kansas City Area Life Sci-
ences Institute, said he hoped stem
cell opponents would not try to
undo Tuesday’s vote.

“The nature of democracy is that
someone always loses,” Hockaday
said.

Had the measure not passed, he

said, the Kansas City region’s bio-
science industry — and its economy
— would have been the losers.

“It would have sent a message
that this region and the state of Mis-
souri were not friendly to these
kinds of opportunities,” Hockaday
said. Greg Graves, president and
chief operating officer of Burns &

McDonnell and a co-chairman of
the Kansas City Area Development
Council, agreed.

“I recognize for each individual
voter, Amendment 2 was certainly
a personal choice,” Graves said.
“But it has to be recognized that for
the greater regional economy, it will
be a tremendous boost.”
