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Blizzard postpones Suns-Nuggets
DENVER (AP) — First, a whirl-

wind. Next, a blizzard.
Less than 24 hours after their

blockbuster deal to acquire Allen
Iverson, the Denver Nuggets post-
poned their game Wednesday night
against Phoenix because of a snow-
storm that snarled traffic, closed the
airport and forced the governor to
declare a state of emergency.

No makeup date had immedi-
ately been set.

With harsh wind blowing the 12-
plus inches of snow expected to hit
Denver, it was no night for ventur-
ing out to the Pepsi Center, and no-
body benefited more than the Nug-
gets.

Denver faced the prospect of
playing the Suns, who are on a 15-
game winning streak, without
Carmelo Anthony and J.R. Smith
(suspended), Andre Miller and Joe
Smith (traded), or Iverson, who
hadn’t yet made it to town because
of weather and other logistics.

Nuggets spokesman Eric
Sebastian said the team still wasn’t
sure when “The Answer” would fi-
nally arrive.

Denver’s next game is Friday
night at home against Sacramento.
The storm was expected to last into
Thursday, when Denver Interna-
tional Airport will be trying to play
catch-up in the wake of about 1,000
flight cancellations.

Those issues aside, the NBA and

Nuggets agreed to postpone the
game for safety reasons. It is, how-
ever, unusual for the league to call
off a game when both teams and the
officials are all in town, as was the
case Wednesday night. The Suns
arrived early Wednesday morning
after a home win over Toronto.

“It’s extremely rare,” Nuggets
vice president of basketball opera-
tions Mark Warkentien said. “The
league is very good at listening. We
had a lot of conversations during the
day. We had people right and left
talking with state agencies. The
determination was that to put 1,000
cars on the road would be unsafe
and irresponsible. After all the in-
put, the league made a prudent and
proper decision.”

While the timing of Iverson’s ar-
rival was still in limbo, the seven-
time All-Star reiterated how excited
he was to be with the Nuggets in an
interview on ESPN.

“I’m happy the whole process is
over,” he said, doing the interview
wearing an old-school Nuggets cap
embroidered with a pickax. “I’m
more happy with the situation I was
put in. I was put in a situation where
I can succeed.”

Three hours before the scheduled
tip-off, workers were buzzing
around the arena preparing for the
game, but a big cheer could be heard
in the hallways when official word
came that the game was off.

Nuggets fans are likely pleased,
as well.

When word of the Iverson trade
went down Tuesday, lines formed
outside the ticket office at the Pepsi
Center.

The Nuggets reported selling 340
season tickets within a half-hour of
the announcement and several hun-
dred for the Suns game, though it’s
probable many would have had to
eat their tickets had the game been
played Wednesday night.

Warkentien said a decision on the
rescheduling would be made at a
later date.

“It made it a little easier that it was
Phoenix and not Miami or Philadel-
phia,” he said. “It’s only a 1 1/2-
hour flight.”

Sebastian said team records show
this was the first Denver home game
postponed since April 20, 1999,
when the Nuggets scrubbed a game
against Portland in the aftermath of
the Columbine High School
slayings.

The rescheduling has the poten-
tial to push back Anthony’s return
date. He received a 15-game sus-
pension for his role in last
weekend’s brawl against the
Knicks.

He had been scheduled to be back
Jan. 20 at Houston, though this
could push that back two days, to a
Jan. 22 game at home against Mem-
phis.

SportsBriefs
PHILADELPHIA (AP) — Larry

Brown may be back with the 76ers
now that Allen Iverson is gone.

Already acting as an unofficial
adviser to the Philadelphia 76ers
and team president Billy King,
Brown could formally return to the
organization he led to the 2001
NBA Finals.

Brown, who had a contentious
relationship with Iverson during his
six seasons as Philly’s coach,
moved back to the area after he was
fired by the Knicks after one season
in New York. King consulted with
Brown on the Iverson trade, which
ended with the former MVP being
dealt to Denver on Tuesday.

BASEBALL
CHICAGO (AP) — A 38-year-

old Chicago man was charged with
stealing the identities of 27 Lake
County residents, and is suspected
of stealing the identities of almost
90 baseball players, according to
Lake County authorities.

David Dright faces 27 counts of
identity theft involving “ordinary
people” who live in Lake County.

A search of Dright’s home Tues-
day turned up personal information
on retired and current ball players,
including Chicago White Sox slug-
ger Jim Thome and New York Mets
outfielder Moises Alou.

Dright allegedly went into trash
bins outside SFX Baseball Inc., and
took the personal information. Evi-
dence was found inside Dright’s
apartment after another man com-
plained that Dright stole his iden-

tity.
COLLEGE FOOTBALL
NEW YORK (AP) — Jim Grobe

was chosen as The Associated Press
college football coach of the year.

Grobe, in his sixth season at Wake
Forest, took the Demon Deacons
(11-2) from worst to first in the At-
lantic Coast Conference without
their starting quarterback and top
tailback. Wake Forest set a school
record for victories and won the
ACC for the first time in 36 years.

The 54-year-old Grobe beat out
a strong group of contenders for
coach of the year, receiving 39 of 65
votes from the AP Top 25 voters.

Rutgers coach Greg Schiano,
who took the once-laughable Scar-
let Knights within a victory of the
Bowl Championship Series, fin-
ished second with 12 votes.

ATLANTA (AP) — Senior quar-
terback Reggie Ball, who has taken
nearly every snap at quarterback for
Georgia Tech this season, has been
ruled academically ineligible for
the Gator Bowl.

Cornerback Kenny Scott is also
academically ineligible, the school
said.

Backup quarterback Taylor

Bennett would start for Tech against
West Virginia in the Gator Bowl on
Jan. 1 in Jacksonville, Fla., and Jahi
Word-Daniels will take Scott’s
place at cornerback.

MOSCOW, Idaho (AP) — Robb
Akey, the defensive coordinator at
Washington State, is the new foot-
ball coach at Idaho.

Akey replaces Erickson, who left
earlier this month to accept the
coaching job at Arizona State after
10 months in Moscow.

The 40-year-old Akey was an as-
sistant at Washington State since
1998. It’s his first head coaching
job.

BOXING
LOS ANGELES (AP) — The

highly anticipated Oscar De La
Hoya-Floyd Mayweather Jr. fight
that figures to be one of boxing’s
richest ever will be held at MGM
Grand in Las Vegas on May 5.

The designation of the site by
Golden Boy Promotions was made
— five weeks after an announce-
ment saying the pair would meet for
De La Hoya’s 154-pound WBC jun-
ior middleweight title in Las Vegas
or Los Angeles.
