Sims told his teams similar words
going into last week’s regional tour-
nament at Pratt. Colby ended up
qualifying 12 for state and winning
the tournament by a dominant 40-
point spread. Sims does not want
the hype and pressure of state to get
to the team — including himself.

“I'wanttokeepitlow key,” Sims
said.

Sims, in his first year as head
coach of Colby, said the team meet-
ing Wednesday went well.

“We had a good talk today. We
shared some thoughts, talked about
mistakes and things that did go
well.”

Colby’s 12 wrestlers at state will
try and improve from the team’s
fifth place finish at state last season.

27-10 and heavyweight Taylor
Brown, junior, 25-14.

Luedke, Powell, Olsen, Flanagin,
Kriss and Brown were all at state
last year. Powell, finished fifth last
yearat 119. Of those six, he was the
only one who placed. He said he
does not want to forget what the
experience was like which comple-
ments coach Sims’ approach.

“It was a good experience last
year,” he said. “It will help me not
be as nervous this time.”

Powell does not think Colby
High wrestling has received as
much respect this year as it should.
This year’s team has a new coach
and does not have a wrestler like
Cole Garcia who finished his career
with consecutive state titles. Garcia
now wrestles at Colby Community

state winner Andale, Rose Hill and
SantaFeTrail. Sims expects Andale
and Rose Hill to again battle near
the top again. Sims expects Clay
Center, which finished one point
and one place behind Colby, to be
competitive as well.

Sims has seen the first-round
match ups, something he does not
put much faith into.

“We have seen some of these
guys before and some we have not.
It’s anyone’s ball game. We just
need to approach it one match at a
time,” he said.

The Lady Blue Dragons of
Hutchinson came into the game
with a half-game lead for fourth
place in the Jayhawk West, and all
but assured the Lady Trojans will be
on the road in the conference tour-
nament after winning 54-58.

Despite the Lady Trojans shoot-
ing 47 percent from the field, in-
cluding five three-pointers by
Sandra Sormaz. thev were out-re-

bounded by 17.

The Trojans led 12-5 after five
minutes of the first half, but
Hutchinson ended the half on a 26-
8 run, which resulted in a 11-point
halftime lead.

The game was back-
and-forth and the Lady Trojans took
a54-521ead onalJacci Tinkel three-
pointer with 2:30 minutes to go, but
Hutchinson would score the game’s
remaining six points.
