Al-
though I believe this is theoretically
a good way to meet people, I am so
paranoid about everyone I talk to
that I usually am unable to actually
meet them until they have given up
asking me out. Is there something
wrong with me, or is this normal?

Dear S.V.: Internet dating is
still a relatively new phenomenon
— few of us have been doing it for
more than a decade, at most. So
that means people over a certain
age will have experienced most of
their dating life as a very differ-
ent type of experience —one in
which they met people by chance,
or were introduced by friends, or
dated a co-worker or fellow stu-
dent. Putting yourself out there
into cyberspace with a photo and
profile is a very different kettle of
fish, and there’s plenty of reason
for caution — in fact, that’s the
only reasonable way to approach
computer dating.

That said, there is a self-defeat-
ing length to which you can go to
feel safe. And if you are paralyzed
by anxiety and fear each time you
try to make a connection, it’s
surely not good for you emotion-
ally, or for your potential love life.
I suggest you try only sites that
are extremely well rated for
screening and security, and per-
haps sponsored by or aimed at a
niche segment of people you can

trust — perhaps a religious or
career-oriented group. Follow all
the rules for dating safely on the
Internet, and just see if you can
make it to one date. After that it
will be easier — or, who knows,
perhaps the first guy you meet
will be “the one”! Remember, this
is supposed to be fun.

Dear Dr. Brothers: I am very de-

pressed. I took a new job about three
months ago. It is in a field I love and
is the kind of place where I could see
moving up in my career. But my
new boss, who hired two of us
around the same time, is definitely
favoring the other girl because she
is so attractive, and I am plain. This
has happened to me my whole life.
How do I cope with this problem
and not end up being a miserable
failure? — K.L.

Dear K.L.: It seems that you are
caught in an unfortunate pattern.
Perhaps earlier in life your feel-
ing “plain” led to some unhappi-
ness with your social life. You
probably were always aware of
the prettier girls, and all the suc-
cesses they had because of their
looks that you didn’t. And it is a

sad fact of life that more-attrac-
tive people do tend to find that
things come more easily to them,
instead of having to work for their
gains, as others have to. But if you
were honest about it, you’d think
back to high school or college and
realize that there were also plenty
of not-so-pretty people who were
extremely popular or successful.
So it’s not a great idea to start
every experience with a chip on
your shoulder against everyone
more attractive than yourself —
and a built-in excuse for failure.

Assuming that the other new
hire’s success is being achieved,
then, because of a combination of
her job performance and her
looks — not her looks alone, but
allowing for them as a factor —
what exactly can you do to change
your lifelong experience? The
obvious answer is to do some
things to make yourself feel more
confident. And if this means go-
ing for a physical makeover, start
there. At the same time, you prob-
ably need to work on being more
outgoing, friendly and cheerful,
and less envious.

Sherman County economic group
discusses property clean up

Getting rid of unsightly houses
and improving downtown busi-
nesses are the objectives of two
projects approved by the Sherman
County Economic Development
Council on Tuesday.

A housing grant program would
provide $1,500 from council funds
to help buy or demolish unsightly
houses, and the front facade project
would help Main Street businesses
with similar grants.

A third project would establish a
“work force” office in Goodland to
help people looking for jobs and
businesses needing workers. The
nearest state job office is in Colby.

Director Tiffani McMinn said the
housing grants would be an incen-
tive to property owners.

“I think this would be an incen-
tive to help remove unsightly
houses,” McMinn said. “We would
offer a $1,500 grant to help pur-
chase or demolish a house. We
would do two of these.”

The front facade project would
offer a similar grant to two busi-
nesses looking to improve their
look, McMinn said.

“These would be to help those
businesses who can’t qualify for
anything from the state,” McMinn
said, “and are making a living in our
town.”

President Don Newell said the

council will have to develop crite-
ria for those applying for the grants.

“We will set up the criteria,”
McMinn said. “These have to be
specific and there has to be a dead-
line to have the project completed.”

The council talked about how the
applications would be judged.
Member Harlan House said they
should select the best two of those
who apply.

Council member Nancy Cole
asked if the housing program was to
help people buy older houses or to
help pay to have them demolished.

Newell said it could be either. It
would encourage people to fix them
up or tear them down so there would
be an empty lot that might encour-
age someone to build.

The council approved the two
projects and appointed a committee
to develop the criteria and review
applications.

McMinn suggested a third
project, to create a “work force”
center in the council office to help
businesses and the people looking
for jobs.

“We can help businesses post in-
formation about jobs that are avail-
able,” McMinn said, “and have a
computer to help people look at the
Colby Job Service office website.

“We need to get information out
that the economic development of-
fice has his jobs opportunity.

“We have an empty office, and
have been in contact with the Colby
Job Service office to help provide

this service to our people so they
don’t have to go to Colby.”

McMinn said setting up the office
would cost about $3,000, but she
has been offered some computer
equipment.

The council agreed to pay for the
three projects out of the project de-
velopment budget for a total of
$9,000. McMinn said there is
$30,000 in the fund.

The council established a com-
mittee to draft the criteria for the
housing and front facade projects,
including council members Newell,
Gary Slough and Chuck Wilkens,
and from outside Charlene Cole and
Schyler Goodwin.

The development council meets
at 5:30 p.m. on the third Tuesday of
the month in the basement at West-
ern State Bank.
