Texas firm plans to build
manure-powered ethanol plant

WICHITA  (AP) — A Dallas-
based energy company announced
Monday that it will build an ethanol
plant in southwest Kansas that will
be powered with cattle manure.

Panda Energy’s $120 million
ethanol facility — the third manure-
fueled plant the company has an-
nounced this year — would refine
about 100 million gallons of etha-
nol from corn and milo that will be
blended with gasoline to make fuel,
the company said.

The plant would use a billion
pounds of cattle manure each year
to power its operations.

“What this is is a combination of
good business combined with a
strong environmentally sensitive
project,”  said Todd Carter, presi-
dent of Panda Development Group.
“There is no project like this that I
know that uses renewable fuel to
create renewable fuel. We really
like that idea.”

The Haskell County plant in Kan-
sas is the third fuel ethanol plant that
Panda has said this year that it
would build. The other two, also to
be powered by fuel made from the
manure, are in Hereford, Texas and
in Yuma, Colo.

The three plants, which together
would produce 300 million gallons
of ethanol, would all be in areas

with large feedyards, said Panda
spokesman Harold Green.

Carter said it will take between
400,000 and 500,000 head of cattle
to supply each of the plants with the
billion pounds of manure needed.

Byproducts such as brewers corn
produced by the production of etha-
nol would in turn be sold to the
feedyards.

“We are feeding cattle on one end
with the byproduct and taking the
manure from the other end,”  Green
said.

Construction on the Texas plant
is expected to begin later this year,
with building on the Kansas and
Colorado projects expected early
next year, he said.

“ It is a perfect hedge to utilize fuel
that hasn’ t been utilized before,”
Carter said, adding that in some
cases the plants will use manure that
have become an environmental is-
sue for feedyards.

The facilities are expected to be
the most efficient ethanol plants in
the nation.

Typically, ethanol plants produce
1.7 times the amount of energy it
takes to make ethanol. The manure-
powered plants will produce 2.8
times the energy it uses to produce
it, Green said.

“Economically, the cost of natu-
ral gas has gone up to the point bio-
mass plants like this are much more
attractive now,”  Green said.

It will take about a year to build
the plants, which will each employ
about 62 workers. The facility in
Haskell County will be built be-
tween the towns of Sublette and
Satanta.

“ In rural America, 62 is a lot of
jobs usually,”  Green said. “ It is not
in major metropolitan areas. But in
smaller communities, it will be a
significant impact — which is
good.”

Agency to ensure enough electricity
TOPEKA  (AP) — The state

flipped the switch this week on a
new initiative intended to ensure
that Kansans get enough power in
the future and perhaps make elec-
tricity a cash crop as well.

Some environmentalists believe
the initiative — which created a
new state agency — could have
wind turbines sprouting like wheat
in western Kansas.

But much remains unsettled
about the fledgling Kansas Electric
Transmission Authority, which had
its first meeting Monday in Topeka.
One consumer advocate worried
the authority has a blank check to
embrace risky projects and stick
consumers with the bills.

Legislators created the authority
earlier this year to develop and up-
grade electric transmission lines.
Lawmakers worried about how in-
creasing demands will stress the
power grid and also saw the poten-
tial to export power from Kansas to
more densely populated areas.

One authority member, Rep. Carl
Dean Holmes, compared the exist-
ing power grid to the grid of local
and state roads before construction
of the interstate highway system
during the 1950s.

“We need to build an interstate
highway system of electric trans-
mission,”  said Holmes, R-Liberal,
also chairman of the House Utilities
Committee.

The law creating the authority
took effect in April and permits the
seven-member group to propose
projects financed by bonds and
backed by revenues from consum-
ers’  rates.

After proposing a project, the
authority must give utilities 90 days
to act. The authority’s plans must
mesh with those of the Southwest
Power Pool, which oversees plan-
ning and transmission operations
regionally.

But consumer advocate David
Springe said that if a new transmis-
sion line makes economic sense, a
utility would take on the project
without the authority’s involve-
ment.

According to state utility regula-
tors, transmission lines typically
cost between $80,000 and $480,000
per mile, depending on the voltage
they carry. The expense can reach
as much as $1.6 million per mile.

“ This entire entity is set up to

build transmission lines where no
one else will,”  said Springe, the
chief attorney for the Citizens’  Util-
ity Ratepayers Board, a state agency
representing residential and small-
business customers. “Economics is
that thing everyone suspends when
they have a good idea,”  Springe
said.

But Charles Benjamin, a Law-
rence attorney representing the Si-
erra Club, said Springe is worried
most about the short-term cost to

consumers. Consumers will benefit
in the long run, he said, when new
lines link them to fields of wind tur-
bines.

“That’s what we’ve got to look at
over the long run: What kind of en-
ergy policy are we going to have in
this country and Kansas?”  he said.

Benjamin acknowledged that
accepting the authority represented
a risk for environmentalists as offi-
cials pursue economic develop-
ment.
