A Colby coupleisheaded back to
court only months after a super-
vised probation ended.

According to court documents,
Bobye Chadwell, 50, and her hus-
band, Ray Chadwell, 44, were ar-
rested on Sept. 16 on drug charges.

Thecouple'sarrest followstheir
probationwhichwasdischargedon
Feb. 9 for similar charges.

The Chadwell’slatest arrest was
for alleged possession of ahalluci-
nogenic drug and drug parapherna-
lia

They werereleasedfromtheTho-
mas County Jail on Tuesday after
each posted a $5,000 cash bond,
officialssaid.

Courtrecordssay Colby attorney
Todd Stramel hasbeen appointedas
thecoupl e sattorney, andtheir next
court appearance scheduled for
9:30a.m. on Nov. 2.

The probation which ended ear-
lier thisyear stemmedfromaguilty
pleathetwo individualsenteredin
Thomas County District March of
2003.

The couple was arrested at their
home in late 2001, and again in
January 2003, for operating what
authorities called a*“ sizable meth-
amphetamine operation.”

Two of their grandchildren were
present thetime of their arrest.

When authorities arrived at the
Chadwell’s home, a daughter,
Angie Shaw, 33, and Deb Lin-
denman, 43, of Morland at thetime,
werealso arrested.

Shaw’stwo children were taken
into protective custody and placed
withtheKansas Department of So-
cial and Rehabilitation Servicesfor
being exposed to the methamphet-
aminedrug lab.

Ittook nearly nine-hoursfor haz-
ardousmaterial spersonnel toclean
up the site from the operation.

When authorities searched their
homethesecondtime, Shaw, along
with her children, asecondfemale,
aninfant and preschool aged child
and two adult maleswere present.

No one but the Chadwells was
arrested in thisincident, the others
being told by law enforcement to
vacate the premises.

The clean up of the sitewas|ess
extensivein thelatter incident.

Both Bobye and Ray Chadwell
pleaded guilty to possession of
methamphetamine, possession of
methwiththeintent todistributeit,
and possession of anhydrous am-
moniain an unapproved container.
according to authorities.

Inaddition to thedrugs, authori-
tiesfound multiple weaponsin the
house at the time of their second
arrest.

Those weapons were subjecteg
todispositionby thecourttoalegiti-
mate weapons dealer.
