Colby K-18 baseball team struggles in WaKeeney and Ellis
While Colby’s American Le-

gion team continues to gain mo-
mentum, the Colby K-18 baseball 
can’t seem to find any.

The K-18 boys went 0-7 dur-
ing a four-day stretch last week, 
which included an 0-5 showing 
at the Ellis Wood Bat Tournament 
over the weekend. 

Colby got swept in a double-
header at WaKeeney 9-7 and 6-5 
Thursday.
