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Offticials develop proposal to keep store

City, county, economic develop-
ment and Chamber officials gath-
ered Thursday morning to finish
an incentive proposal to persuade
J.C. Penney’s to keep its Good-
land store open.

Details of the plan were to be
drafted by City Manager Wayne
Hill and be reviewed by a repre-
sentative of each board, with the
hope it can be sent to Penney’s by
today or Monday at the latest.

Each group agreed to help with
a package that could provide Pen-
ney’s some money to help the
store continue and extended relief
on city utilities. City Commis-
sioner John Garcia, who has been
the main contact person with the
Penney’s corporate offices in Pla-
no, Texas, said this would be a ba-
sic proposal and that if Penney’s
is interested, the firm might make

a counteroffer.

When the meeting opened at
7 a.m., all of the city and county
commissioners were present, plus
a majority of the Sherman County
Economic Development Council
and two representatives from the
Goodland Area Chamber of Com-
merce.

Garcia said he felt it was impor-
tant for people to know the city,
county, economic development
and Chamber were working to
keep the store open.

“The Penney’s people have been
getting a lot of mail, phone calls
and e-mails from people around
the area,” he said, “and we want
to exhaust every effort to convince
them to reverse the company’s de-
cision.”

Garcia said the purpose of the
meeting was to put forth the best
options. He said he had been
working with County Commis-
sioner Kevin Rasure; Steve West,

vice-chair of the Economic Devel-
opment Council; and Hill to see
what they might be able to do.

County Commissioner Mitch
Tiede said the closing of the store
would not only effecting Good-
land and Sherman County, but the
whole area.

“We need to do everything we
can to keep the store open,” he
said.

Rasure said someone had asked
why everyone was trying to help
keep this business open, but not
others that have closed.

“We felt the Penney’s store was
a key store,” Rasure said, “and
that it draws people to our town.”

West, president of Western State
Bank, said from the development
council’s view, they agreed the
group should see if there is a way
to help Penney’s, and that keeping
the store was a key for the down-
town and the whole area.

Mayor Rick Billinger said he

felt retaining the store was as im-
portant as going out to try to re-
cruit a new business.

Commissioner Josh Dechant
asked if the incentives are what
Penney’s is looking for. Garcia
said Penney’s is a successful busi-
ness, and that all people here can
do is bring them our best propos-
al.

“We need to get a final proposal

in writing and get it to them before
it is too late,” he said.
A question was raised about a dif-
ferent building or help with the
rent where the store is located.
Garcia said some of those options
are being explored, but those are
out of the hands of the public of-
ficials represented at the morning
meeting.

Commissioner Annette Fair-
banks asked if people from sur-
rounding communities have been
sending letters to Penney’s.

Andi Nelson, Chamber execu-

tive director, said she knows that
area Chambers have sent letters,
and that Gov. Kathleen Sebelius
was sending one, as were other
state officials, including Sen.
Ralph Ostmeyer (R-Grinnell) and
Rep. Jim Morrison (R-Colby).

Tiede said he had been told that
people in St. Francis and Bird City
were collecting signatures on a
petition to send to Penney’s.

Don Newell, an economic de-
velopment council member from
S&T Communications, said it was
good to see all the groups working
together, and that he hopes they
can convince Penney’s to stay
open for at least a couple of years
to give the economy a chance to
come back.

Commissioner Chuck Thomas
said he thought the effort of all the
groups working together would
show that Goodland is serious
about doing what is possible to
keep Penney’s here.

Farmers check production of wheat types

John Rich with AgriPro and
Brian Olson, area agronomist with
the K-State Extension service,
took turns talking about results for
each variety and some of the other
qualities of each type of wheat
planted at test plots west of town:

e Art, which Mr. Rich said is the
newest release from AgriPro, said
last year in this area, it yielded
well. The variety has great leaf-
rust resistance, he said, but it
doesn’t have good drought toler-
ance under extreme conditions.

* Aspen is a white wheat, said
Mr. Olson. There’s lots of research
money for white wheat now, he
said, and more money in the farm
bill to get people to grow it. The
standards for white wheat are
stricter, he said, adding that this
variety has good yield potential.

e Bill from Colorado State Uni-
versity, said Mr. Olson, has a bet-
ter disease package than Hatcher.
The variety also has good drought
tolerance.

e Bond Cl, also from Colorado
State University, he said, doesn’t
have a very good disease package.
In performance tests at Colby, said
Mr. Olson, the variety has done
surprisingly well.

* Danby, also a white wheat,
would be good for a lot of acres.

e Fuller has a good yield and has
adapted to this area.

 Hatcher is a new release from
Colorado State University, said
Mr. Olson. It doesn’t have a very
good disease package, but has had
good results in Colby.

¢ Hawken, said Mr. Rich, is a

later maturing variety. It’s rec-
ommended to plant at least three
varieties, he said. This one would
be good to plant because to does
mature later, which means there
isn’t as much chance of an early
freeze. It has an excellent disease
package. The biggest downfall is
it’s susceptible to tricticom mo-
saic virus, which is new.

The important thing with this
new virus, added Mr. Olson, is
that people need to control their
volunteer wheat.

e Jagger is susceptible to leaf
rust.

* Jagalene, said Mr. Rich, most
people are familiar with. It never
seems to look like this variety is
going to yield much and then it
pulls out.

e Keota is a hard red, said Mr.
Olson, adding that he isn’t very
impressed with this variety. It
might just be a variety that needs
to find a niche, he said.

¢ Overland, out of the Univer-
sity of Nebraska is a late-maturing
wheat that has good resistance to
the Hessian fly.

Bond ClI, also from
Colorado State Uni-
versity, he said,
doesn’t have a very
good disease pack-
age. In performance
tests at Colby, said
Mr. Olson, the variety
has done surprisingly
well.

e Overly, a hard red wheat re-
leased from K-State in 2003, is
one that always looks good. It
needs to be harvested earlier than
other varieties, though, because it
shatters.

¢ Post Rock is similar to Fuller
and has a good yield record, al-
though it’s susceptible to powdery
mildew.

e Santa Fe, said Mr. Olson, has
excellent yield potential, but if the
weather turns dry, the crop will
hide.
