This book has been replaced nu-
merous times in our library. Some-
times it has been because the book
has fallen apart, but frequently it
is because the book is lost.

Tractor safety tips offered

Tornadoes, flooding, high winds
and hail — all have hit parts of the
country’s heartland, and all require
cleanup of one sort or another.

Tractors will play a part in plen-
ty of that cleanup, so keeping cer-
tain safety measures in mind will
be important, said Kerri Ebert,
who works with farm safety is-
sues in Kansas State University’s
AgrAbility program. AgrAbility is
part of K-State Research and Ex-
tension.

“Some tractors will be oper-
ated by the owner, but many will
be operated by someone who has
borrowed a tractor and is unfamil-
iar with its operation.

“The combination of inexperi-
ence and heavy workloads can be

a recipe for disaster,” Ebert said.

She provided several tips:

o If the tractor is equipped with
a rollover protective structure
buckle the seatbelt.

e When using a loader bucket,
keep the load low and drive slow-
ly.

* Be vigilant about rear overturn
hazards when pulling other vehi-
cles that may be stuck or using the
tractor for stump removal.

* Never allow extra riders.

* Do not hitch above the draw-
bar when pulling or towing loads
of debris.

* Be cautious.

If public road travel is neces-
sary, use slow-moving vehicle
emblems and lights.
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Take the biology class over if
you want, but do it for your-
self -- not for your parents. If
it turns out that a “B+” is your
best, be happy that you’ve
done your best.

Most importantly, pursue
medicine only if you love it. If
you’re not happy doing it, get
out.
