Indians defeat Colby 56-6

The Colby High football team’s 
season came to an end on Tues-
day, as the Eagles fell to the high-
powered Andale Indians 56-6 in 
the first, or bi-district, round of the 
state playoffs. 

The Eagles (6-4) couldn’t get 
anything going on offense during 
the game and the defense strug-
gled with Andale’s balanced of-
fensive attack. The Indians (8-1) 
are the reigning state champions 
in Class 4A.

Junior Ethan Stickel had a 
nice run that left Colby on the In-
dians’ 26.  Returning senior quar-
terback Heath Stephens finished 
off the drive by running the ball in 
from the nine to tie the score at 6.

The Indians fired right back, as 
their quarterback hooked up with 
wide receiver Jake Jones for an 
18-yard touchdown pass. 

Near the end of the half, a de-
fender picked off a Stephens pass 
and ran it back for a touchdown, 
stretching Andale’s lead to 29.

In the second half, as the In-

dians continued their offensive 
onslaught.  Hart rushed for a five-
yard touchdown during the third 
quarter to make it 42-6.

Later in the quarter, Hart ran for 
his third touchdown, running 50 
yards to widen Andale’s lead to 
42. The Eagles couldn’t get any-
thing going on offense at all in the 
second half at all.

It was a tough way for the Ea-
gles to end their season, but it was 
a good season overall. The Eagles 
made the playoffs for the first time 
in 11years. 
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
