Eagles drop season opener,

lose 56-44 to Great Bend

The Colby High boys basketball
team came up a short in its season
opener losing 56-44 to Great Bend
on Thursday in the Hays City
Shootout.

Levi Schlick scored a team high
15 points and Stephen Dinkel add-
ed 11. Cade Carder also chipped
in with 10 points.

The Eagles shot 44 percent from
the field in the contest and they
pulled down 27 rebounds. They
had five blocks and six steals in
the game.

Free-throw shooting was a
problem for the Eagles, as they
only were able to convert on two
of eight free throws.

Great Bend jumped outto a 13-9
lead in the first quarter. They were
able to widen their lead in the sec-
ond quarter as they outscored the

Eagles 14-11 and took a 27-20
lead into halftime.

Colby was outscored 18-11 in
the second quarter as the Panthers
extended their lead to 14. Colby
fought back and was able to out-
score Great Bend 13-11 in the
fourth quarter, but this still left
the Panthers with a 56-44 victory.

The Eagles will be competing
again tonight against Garden City
at 5:45 p.m. at the Felton Middle
School.

Broncos practice in pads

ENGLEWOOD, Colo. (AP) —
A month ago, the Denver Broncos
were giving up huge chunks of
yards on the ground and watching
their steamrolled defenders drop-
ping like flies.

So, coach Mike Shanahan fig-
ured, “What the heck?”

He ditched his experiment with
the 3-4 defense and broke from
tradition by putting his players
back in pads for practices during
the week.

“Obviously, the downside of
that is getting more people hurt. I
thought we’d lost so many people
at that time, it really didn’t mat-
ter,” Shanahan said. “We had to
get better, going back to our ba-
sics. And I think that just helped
us and it’s carried over to game
day.”

The decision to hit during the
week came at a time of year when
teams are usually starting to dial
things back a bit, and it came right
after the Broncos had lost three
of their top defenders to injury in
cornerback Champ Bailey (groin),
middle linebacker Nate Webster
(knee) and outside linebacker D.J.
Williams (knee).

“It was good,” defensive end
Ebenezer Ekuban said. “I'm sure
a lot of guys were (ticked) off,
weren’t very happy. But as a vet-
eran guy I knew that’s what we
needed to do because we were giv-
ing up a lot of big plays in the run-

ning game. And once we started
wearing those pads, our running
game has really improved, and
we’re a lot more consistent play in
and play out.”

Linebacker Jamie Winborn said
he didn’t mind all the extra hit-
ting, either.

“The way I look at it is who-
ever’s on the other side of the ball,
that’s the person who should be
upset about it,” he said. “Because
we don’t care. We’re going to hit.
That’s what we do. We’re more of
an undersized defense that flies
and hits. That’s what we do. It can
only make us better, and that’s

why we do it to this day.”

In their last five games, the
Broncos are giving up 25 fewer
yards rushing than in their first
seven, when they allowed a whop-
ping 155 yards per game.

And they’ve won three of their
last four.

“I think the pads practices have
made a huge difference,” defen-
sive coordinator Bob Slowik said.
“You know when you don’t have
pads on, you tag a guy or you
reach out and say, ‘I would have
had him.” Well, no. You wouldn’t
have had him until we see you do
it here, wrap him up.”
