
HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) — 
Police say a driver blamed a car 
crash in Hartford, Conn., on two 
pet baby snakes that he said es-
caped from his pants pockets as 
he was driving.

Hartford police Sgt. Christene 
Mertes says Angel Rolon, of New 
Britain, claimed he lost control 
of his SUV on Monday when the 
snakes slithered near the gas and 
brake pedals and he and a passen-
ger tried to catch them. The SUV 
veered into some parked cars and 
overturned.

Mertes says animal control of-
ficers never found the snakes and 
police have been unable to con-
firm his story.

Rolon was treated at a hospital 
for unknown injuries. Police say 
they gave him a summons for reck-
less driving and other charges.

It was unclear if Rolon has a 
lawyer.

Crash blame
goes to snakes

Bulletin, webcast explain average crop revenue
MANHATTAN – The National 

Corn Growers Association has 
developed a bulletin for landown-
ers on the farm bill’s Average 
Crop Revenue Election program 
(ACRE). A Kansas State Univer-
sity agricultural economist says 
the paper is a helpful resource for 
wheat growers, too. The Web link 
is ncga.com/files/pdf/ACREfor-
Landowners.pdf.

“In particular, Oklahoma wheat 
producers … may be able to use 
the paper to explain ACRE to their 
landlords,” said K-State Research 
and Extension farm management 
specialist Art Barnaby. “Besides, 
with the decline in corn prices, 
many models are starting to show 
potential ACRE corn payments of 
$100 or more per acre.” 

He noted that the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture’s National 
Agricultural Statistics Service 
will release a new monthly price 
Thursday and its first yield esti-

mate Wednesday, Aug. 12. This 
will give corn, grain sorghum and 
soybean producers more informa-
tion on which to base their final 
decision. 

“The Aug. 12 … report could be 
a game changer in some states,” 
Barnaby said. “I think the associa-
tion’s bulletin explains most of the 
landlord issues. In a crop-share ar-
rangement, for example, the land-
lord shares in any ACRE payment. 
With a cash rent arrangement, 
the landlord is locked in for four 
years, but the tenant could leave 
the lease after a year.”

At the same time, he added, un-
less there is an adjustment to the 
cash rent, a cash-rent landowner 
receives no benefit.

Barnaby, along with K-State ag-
ricultural economist Troy Dumler, 
will host two internet-based semi-
nars on Tuesday, Aug. 4, about 
the program. Information about 
the webcast is available at www.
