vent the spread of the disease, and 
in the meantime we will push the 
vaccine out as quickly as we get it 
off the production lines.”

Appearing on CBS’s “The Ear-
ly Show,” she said the Centers 
for Disease Control and Preven-
tion and the President’s Advisory 
Committee on Immunizations 
have identified five target popula-
tions: pregnant women, health care 
workers, children with underlying 
health conditions ages 6 months 

to 24 years, older Americans with 
underlying health conditions.

“That’s a lot of people,” Sebe-
lius said. “That’s about half the 
population.”

“By the end of this week,” she 
added, ”we’ll begin to have inject-
able vaccine also available. We’re 
dealing with five production com-
panies. That’s very good news. But 
the vaccine will become available 
as the lines clear up. So as soon 
as we have any vaccine available, 
we’re pushing it out to 90,000 
sites around the country.”

Radio instructor brings new ideas to the airwaves
Vyzourek said blindness has 

never hindered his ability to work 
in the radio business. He said you 
can get CDs labeled with Braille 
symbols, he said, and talking 
computers are available today. He 
said the symbols would provide 
the name of the band featured on 
the CD.

Vyzourek said his most impor-
tant job at the station is to protect 
the school’s radio license by mak-
ing sure his students follow Feder-
al Communications Commission 
rules. These include making sure 
the station serves the community.

Vyzourek said he first developed 
a love for radio when his mom’s 
first cousin gave him a wireless 
microphone when he was 6. He 
said it only cost about $6.95.

“You spent about half as much 
on batteries as you did the micro-
phone,” he added with a laugh.

One day, he said, he disassem-
bled the microphone and found 
the tiny piece inside that was re-
sponsible for projecting his voice. 
He cut the two wires that ran into 
it and hooked up his own. This al-

lowed him to play more than just 
his own voice. He said he would 
hook it up to a headphone jack 
in a boom box or walkman and 
play cassettes on the radio. At one 
point he had three different micro-
phone pieces hooked up. Two of 
the pieces were hooked up to two 
cassette players and the third was 
hooked up to another microphone. 
This allowed him to talk into the 
microphone and play music. He 
said it was similar to what you do 
when you work for a radio sta-
tion.

Vyzourek said Paul Heskett, 
sales person for the station and the  
host of the 25-year-old Bop Shop, 
a show featuring 60’s, 70’s and 
80’s music that runs from 9 a.m. 
to noon Saturday on KXXX and 
KRDQ, played a major part in get-
ting him interested in the business. 
Vyzourek remembered listening 
to Heskett and Dave Lam report-
ing on blizzards in the Thomas 
County area when he was 9.

“They were having fun and keep-
ing people informed,” Vyzourek 
said. “For a lot of people in rural 
areas who were stranded in their 
homes without electricity, they 

were the only source of informa-
tion.”

Vyzourek first met Heskett at 
a Ronnie Milsap Concert at the 
Community Building when he 
was a first grader at Atwood El-
ementary School. Vyzourek said 
someone had told Heskett he was 
interested in radio, and Heskett 
took time out of his day to talk 
with him. Vyzourek said they met 
again when his third grade class 
took a tour of KXXX.

“I was blown away by his 
knowledge of the station,” he said. 
“He knew more about the station 
than I did.”

The two maintained contact 
after this first meeting, Vyzourek 
said. 

 He said today he has a lot of fun 
working with Heskett.

Vyzourek said he started work-
ing as an off-air disk jockey at age 
11, starting with college and high 
school dances, using turntables 
and tape cassettes. He started do-
ing weddings around the time he 
began attending the college. 

“It paid for college and rent,” he 
said.

He worked for the KCCT until 
he graduated in 1998.

After college, Vyzourek got a 
part-time job as a board opera-
tor at KXXX AM, 790, in Colby. 
He was promoted to the morning 
show on the FM station, 100.3 
The Ride, three weeks later. He 

worked there for about a year, 
before he was reassigned to do 
shows at  KXXX every week from 
6 a.m. to 10 a.m. 

“He was flawless at his first disk 
jockey job at KXXX. “It seemed 
like he had been doing it for 10 
years,” said Heskett.

He got this job partly because 
he had experience in agriculture 
that stemmed from being raised 
on a farm. KXXX 790 a.m. fea-
tures a mix of country music and 
farm news.

Vyzourek hosts the Auction 
Block that starts on 8 a.m. and runs 
from Monday through Saturday. 
Heskett said it’s the most listened 
to show in northwest Kansas. 

Vyzourek quit his job at KXXX 
after accepting the job offer from 
the college. A spot on the morning 
show opened up again last Decem-
ber, he said, and KXXX asked if 
he wanted his old job back. He ac-
cepted, and now is pulling double 
duty. He does the morning show 
on KXXX from 6 a.m. to 9 a.m. 
and then he comes to the college 
to teach his class and direct the ra-
dio station. His work for KXXX 
has been shortened by an hour be-
cause he has to be at the college 
to teach a class by 9 a.m. Heskett 
is happy he’s back working at the 
station.

He is the heartbeat of KXXX 
radio,” said Heskett. “He’s a great 
announcer, programmer and engi-

neer.”
One of his students, Shalee 

Roundtree, a rider from a ranch 
family in Nebraska, will be doing 
agricultural news on KXXX.

The Trojans’ radio instructor 
isn’t thrilled with the current di-
rection of radio. He said the com-
puter has taken over several parts 
of the businesses that people used 
to have to do manually.

“The behind-the scenes stuff 
that was a lot of fun is gone now,” 
said Vyzourek. “The sense of tim-
ing and urgency isn’t there any-
more.”

He estimated that over 90 per-
cent of the radio is done on the 
computer today.

He said people used to have to 
be more prepared before going 
on the air because it was more 
hands-on then it is today. He said 
sometimes you would have to hit 
10 switches in three seconds and 
you had to be constantly switch-
ing tapes, records and CDs. 

He conceded that the comput-
er’s prominent role in today’s ra-
dio business does free people up 
to do more preparation work be-
fore their shows.

He said one of his favorite parts 
of teaching at the college was in-
teracting with students who enjoy 
the same aspects of radio that he 
does and seeing the final commer-
cials his students create.
