
This week we have all the kids 
(and their moms) getting ready for 
Halloween and harvest parties. 

Magazines, books, cookbooks, 
party-idea books and audio books 
with a Halloween theme have 
been flying off the shelves. I have 
read several fiction items these 
past weeks. Since we are coming 
into the season of Thanksgiving, 
family celebrations and such, I 
think these will begin to help us 
appreciate our families and their 
normalcy.

The first is “This Side of Heav-
en,” by Karen Kingsbury. The 
cover – with a yellow background, 
green grass and a lovely young 
girl’s picture made me sigh. I just 
had to read the book. (This time I 
did begin to judge the book by its 
cover!)  

Josh Warren is a young adult 
who has just broken up with the 
love of his life. He decides to go 
to Las Vegas and take some time 
away from his home and life. He 
meets Maria Cameron, who thinks 
she has just met the man who will 
set her up for life. Unfortunately 
for her, Josh is a broken man. 

They spend the week together 
and then part ways. Months later 
Josh finds he is a father, but the 
responsibility and joy of that rela-
tionship will be held from him un-
less he pays the big bucks Maria 
wants. 

Kingsbury knows how to pull 
the reader into the story through 
creating intimate friends, persons 
with skepticism, and those rela-
tionships that are trying to bud 
into something beautiful. This 
story has an interesting twist at 
the end. It will bring you to tears 
of sorrow and joy all at the same 
time.

A second book is “Songs of 

the Humpback Whale,” by Jodi 
Picoult. Jane is a professional 
speech pathologist. She and Oli-
ver, her husband, have been mar-
ried for years. Rebecca, 15, their 
only child, is getting ready to have 
a birthday. Oliver has a doctorate 
and is an oceanographer special-
izing in humpback whales. 

The two women are a bit jealous 
of the time Oliver spends away 
from the family. It is not another 
woman; Oliver lives and breathes 
for the humpbacks until Rebecca’s 
birthday. From that day forward, 
we experience the thoughts, emo-
tions and decisions of each, plus 
other intimate friends and rela-
tives along the way. 

The story will captivate you. 
The only real disappointment in 
this book for me was that the au-
thor never incorporated the songs 
and emotions of the whales into 
the learning and growth of the 
family. I was hoping for more in-
sight and depth drawn from the 
book’s name and the whales them-
selves. 

The third book is “Ladies of 
the Lake,” by Haywood Smith. 
I loved Smith’s dedication and 
reassurance to us and her family 
members that the book was not 
fodder from their personal lives. 
She writes that she thought her 
sisters and family too well adjust-
ed to provide much for this book, 
though she acknowledges a few 
places and circumstances in her 

growing-up environment contrib-
uted to the story. 

This can be a real sore spot for 
some in families. My husband’s 
cousin wrote about his grandpar-
ents, parents, aunts, uncles and 
cousins in a book, “Spoonful of 
Olives,” by Lynn L. Johns. Need-
less to say, some relatives were 
up in arms with the portrayal of 
themselves! My husband being 
a baby in the book, yet knowing 
the characters, wisely just smiled 
and gave some positive comments 
about the book. 

Anyway, back to the book: 
Dahlia, the protagonist, is one of 
four daughters in a family that 
traditionally names girl children 
after flowers. Iris raises the ire in 
Dahlia. Rose is the one who tries 
to keep the peace, and Violet is 
not wilting, but thoughtful and 
helpful. 

These sisters often spend sum-
mers around Lake Clare. Their 
parents have a cabin and their 
grandmother has 50 acres plus a 
large home. Cissy, the grandmoth-
er, loves Dahlia and ignores the 
rest of the girls. Over the years, 
Cissy becomes more and more ec-
centric; in spite of this all, the girls 
try to help her. 

Cissy decides just prior to her 
death that she will leave all the 
land to her daughter and grand-
daughters. The hitch is they must 
take 90 days together enjoying 

her home, getting acquainted with 
each other and learning about their 
grandmother’s many adventures 
and experiences. Since these four 
girls can hardly spend an after-
noon together, 90 days will be an 
eternity. The fun, insights and just 
plain roughing it out are quite en-
joyable. Please also take the time 
to read the quotable quotes at the 
beginning of each chapter. Some 
are quite perceptive.

Don’t forget to sign up for the 
Trivia Pursuit Night at the Pioneer 
Memorial Library, at 6:30 p.m.
