nology division chair and the Communications 
Technology department coordinator for technical 
school. A Colby native, he received an associate’s 
degree in 1992 from the college here.

Caregivers deserve recognition, too

In 2009, 31.2 percent of Ameri-
can households surveyed included 
one caregiver, said Debra Sellers, 
Kansas State University Research 
and Extension specialist on adult 
development and aging. 

The study, conducted by the 
National Alliance for Caregiving 
in with the American Association 
of Retired Persons and paid for 
by the MetLife Foundation, also 
found that 66 percent of caregiv-
ers are women, she said. 

The average age of the care-

givers was 48, said Sellers, who 
noted that it often is the daughter 
who lives the closest who takes 
responsibility for aging parents, 
grandparents or extended family. 

These responsibilities add stress, 
particularly when an illness is pro-
gressive or terminal, said Sellers, 
who advises family members to 
work together by: 

• Offering to share responsibil-
ity and/or relieving a caregiver 
regularly.

• Helping to relieve financial 

pressures. 
Family members living away 

from home can assist by hiring 
help to relieve a caregiver, re-
searching health-care options and 
helping to cover costs, she said. 

In working together, family 
members can ease the stress for 
the recipient and the caregiver, 
Sellers said.
