The U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs says the 

observance of Veterans Day on Nov. 11 began as 
early as 1918. The treaty ending World War I was 
signed at the Palace of Versailles in France in 1918. 
The armistice ending hostilities between the Allied 
nations and Germany went into effect “at the 11th 
hour, of the 11th day of the 11th month” on Nov. 11 
of that year. For that reason, Nov. 11 was generally 
regarded as the end of “the war to end all wars.”

In November 1919, President Woodrow Wilson 
proclaimed Nov. 11 as Armistice Day, declaring it a 
legal holiday. The fl ag was to be fl own on all govern-
ment buildings, and the president invited citizens to 
observe the day in schools, churches and other plac-
es with “appropriate ceremonies of friendly relations 
with all other peoples.”

Armistice Day was made a legal holiday by an act 
of Congress in 1938, dedicated to the cause of world 
peace, to be observed as a day set aside to honor vet-
erans of World War I.

In 1954, after World War II had required the great-
est mobilization of soldiers, sailors, Marines and air-
men in the nation’s history; after the war in Korea; 
and at the urging of the 83rd Congress and the veter-
ans’ organizations, President Dwight D. Eisenhower 
issued a proclamation of “Veterans Day,” and the law 

was amended by striking out the work “Armistice” 
and inserting  the word “Veterans” in it’s place.

Rice said he also is interested 
in radio theater. He will be play-
ing the character Jacob Marley, 
Ebenezer Scrooge’s old business 
partner, when the college’s drama 
department  puts on the Charles 
Dickens’ “A Christmas Carol,” 
over the radio.

The latest forecast, issued by 
state offi cials and university econ-
omists, isn’t so bad. The forecast-
ers boosted projections for tax 
collections by 0.7 percent, pre-
dicting 4.3 percent growth in state 
revenue for fi scal 2012.

Outgoing Budget Director 
Duane Goossen even produced a 
profi le for the general fund, the 
state’s main bank account, that 
projected no defi cit. It would re-

quire the state to transfer highway 
money and gambling revenue into 
the general fund to ease cuts in 
education or social services.

Outgoing Gov. Mark Parkinson 
and his fellow Democrats have 
said for months that the state bud-
get is now on a solid foundation as 
the economy starts to grow. They 
hope Kansans don’t think Parkin-
son is leaving behind budget prob-
lems and want them to see the tax 
increase as necessary to stabiliz-
ing the state’s fi nances.
