The commissioners tabled the
salary discussion until a later
date.

Shrock also gave the com-
missioners an update on the fair
board’s plan for 4-H building
heating and air conditioning. He
said the heaters have been pieced
back together over the years and
they really need to be replaced.

lawmakers to dramatically increase the budget for
schools. The state has backed away from those com-
mitments because of its budget problems and is fac-
ing a new lawsuit by parents and schools.
Brownback, like some Republican legislators,
views the state’s funding formula as flawed. His bud-
get would cut the state’s base aid per pupil by about
6 percent, or $232 per student while increasing total
state tax dollars spent on schools. The money would
cover rising costs for teacher pensions and school

building projects.

“Is it necessarily the state’s responsibility to fund
the sum total of all curriculum that schools should
choose to offer?” asked O’Neal, a Hutchinson Re-
publican. “No, it’s probably something less than that,
but it is certainly vastly more than the traditional
reading, writing and arithmetic.”

Meanwhile, the retirement system, which covers

billion gap between projected revenues and benefits
it has promised retirees and current public employ-
ees for the coming decades. The state faces need to
put more tax dollars into the system to keep it stable
in the long term.

Morris, a Hugoton Republican, said his goal is to
pass a pension bill this year.

“If we keep putting it off, it won’t look good for
our bond ratings and other considerations,” he said
before the news conference.

Brownback’s administration is taking suggestions

for changes in Medicaid through the end of Febru-

ary. It wants to overhaul the federal-state welfare
program because costs are rising.

Medicaid is a problem partly because the state has
been using federal economic stimulus dollars, set
to disappear this summer, to prop it up, but also be-

cause of increased demands for coverage and rising

happen in the sessions,” he said.

Williams said he returned to
Colby feeling like his own class
projects were up to the quality of
those he saw presented at the con-
ference.

“I left feeling like I could pres-
ent my projects at the conference,”
he said. “The things I'm doing are

just as good as what they’re do-
ing.”

After seeing the use of comput-
ers, web sites and other technolo-
gy in the presentation, Board Vice
President Tracy Rogers asked the
teachers if they are moving away
from using textbooks in favor of
technology.
