In civilian life, Pickerill attend-
ed Parsons Community College, 
Pittsburg State University, Fort 
Hays State University and Loui-
siana State University.

days scheduled, though Rhoades 
said it appeared the session would 
last at least until Friday.

Rhoades said any budget that 
had less than $50 million left over 
would be diffi cult to get through 
the House. Senators have been 
willing to sacrifi ce that cushion to 
lessen cuts to education and social 
services.

“Are we trying to get a budget 
number or is this about cuts?” said 
Senate Ways and Means Commit-
tee Chairwoman Carolyn McGinn, 
a Sedgwick Republican. “I’m con-
cerned we have a huge ending bal-
ance and people back home might 
ask about the cuts.”

Much of the total reductions in 
the 2012 budget, between $770 
million and $870 million, will re-
fl ect the disappearance of federal 
economic stimulus funds.

During Tuesday’s talks, House 
Republicans moved away from 
their position in favor of cut-
ting general aid to the state’s 289 
public school districts by $250 
per student, or 6.2 percent. They 
embraced Republican Gov. Sam 
Brownback’s position, a cut of 
$232 per student.

Brownback and his staff met 
with the leaders of the Republican-
controlled Legislature throughout 
the day to help broker a deal. He 
said he realized it was a diffi cult 
process but that he was hopeful a 
resolution was in the offi ng.

“I put a global proposal out to 
help solve the various issues for 
the House and in particular the 
Senate on spending,” Brownback 
said in a brief interview. “I think 
everybody is seeing the end game. 
Legislative sessions are a lot eas-
ier to start then they are to fi nish. 
We’ll see how they respond.”

Downpours, droughts
mark odd April weather

WASHINGTON (AP) – April 
was a historic month for wild 
weather in the United States, and 
it wasn’t just the killer tornado 
outbreak that set records, accord-
ing to scientists with the National 
Oceanic and Atmospheric Admin-
istration.

April included an odd mix of 
downpours, droughts and wild-
fi res. Six states – Illinois, Indiana, 
Ohio, Kentucky, Pennsylvania, 
and West Virginia – set records 
for the wettest April since 1895. 
Kentucky, for example, got nearly 
a foot of rain, which was more 
than three times its normal for the 
month, the agency reported.

Yet the U.S. also had the most 
acres burned by wildfi re for April 
since 2000. Nearly 95 percent of 
Texas has a drought categorized 
as severe or worse, exacerbated by 
the fi fth driest April on record for 

the Lone Star state.
Add to a record 305 tornadoes 

from April 25-28, which killed at 
least 309 people and the most tor-
nadoes ever for all of April: 875.

Much of the southern and east-
ern United States were near record 
hot for April, while northwestern 
states were cooler than normal. 
Overall, the month was warmer 
than normal for the nation, but not 
record-setting.

The odd mix of massive April 
showers and bone-dry drought 
can be blamed on the cooling of 
the central Pacifi c Ocean, which 
causes storm tracks to lock in 
along certain paths, said Mike 
Halpert, deputy director of NO-
AA’s Climate Prediction Center.

U.S. scientists also looked for 
the fi ngerprints of global warm-
ing and La Nina on last month’s 
deadly tornadoes, but couldn’t 
fi nd evidence to blame those oft-
cited weather phenomena.
