Lawmakers use unusual tactics
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from automatically covering abor-
tions in their health plans, except
when a woman’s life is at risk.
The prohibition also will apply to
insurance exchanges set up under
last year’s federal health care law.
Women or employers who want
the coverage will have to buy sep-
arate, abortion-only policies.

Gov. Sam Brownback, an anti-
abortion Republican, is all but
certain to sign it, having called
publicly on the GOP-dominated
Legislature to create “a culture of
life.” The new restrictions would
take effect July 1.

Supporters argue that the bill
protects the “conscience rights”
of employers who want to offer
health insurance for workers but
oppose abortion. They contend
some employers pay for abortion
coverage without knowing it — or
don’t have the clout to avoid the
coverage otherwise.

Critics argue the goal is limit-
ing access to abortion by blocking
a way for poor and middle-class
women to pay for it.

The debate over whether legis-
lators broke their rules could un-
derpin a legal challenge. Planned
Parenthood of Kansas and Mid-
Missouri, which performs abor-
tions at its Kansas City clinic, is
considering a lawsuit.

“Frankly, we will take a good,
hard look with attorneys to de-
termine whether to litigate based
on the way in which this law was
made,” said Peter Brownlie, the
group’s president and chief ex-
ecutive officer. “The purpose is
not just to have an orderly pro-

cess. It’s for citizens in the state to
know what the hell their legisla-
tors are legislating.”

Abortion opponents brush aside
such complaints.

“Whatever,” Mary Kay Culp,
executive director of the anti-
abortion group Kansans for Life,
said after hearing one round of
criticism. “Cry me a river.”

For abortion opponents, the
outcome demonstrates how, with
cleverness and tenacity, the will
of a clear majority of legislators
eventually can prevail. For abor-
tion rights supporters, the result
shows how few checks exist to
ensure proposals are thoroughly
vetted and Kansas residents can
weigh in at every stage.

A bill containing the same
language cleared the House In-
surance Committee but died on
March 28, when the entire House
failed to debate it before an im-
portant legislative deadline. The
Senate didn’t even have a vote in
committee on the issue.

The Legislature has a rule limit-
ing what can be considered when
House and Senate negotiators
draft the final, compromise ver-
sion of legislation. The rule is de-
signed to prevent negotiators from
including language if a version of
it hasn’t passed either chamber.

Yet, that’s exactly what three
senators and three House members
did with the abortion insurance
restrictions in drafting the final
version of a bill making multiple
insurance regulatory changes.

They argued that the abortion
insurance restrictions could be in-
cluded because both chambers had
passed bills dealing with health
